2009 was an unpredictable year for Neill Public Library. Operations were impacted by staffing vacancies
including the loss of an adult services librarian and a library director in the last fiscal quarter. These
staffing shortages in combination with difficult economic times presented operational challenges.
Library services were prioritized resulting in the temporary suspension of public printing, exam
proctoring and interlibrary loan.

Though these challenges were difficult for staff, city and community members alike, | am pleased to
report that Neill Public Library fared better than many other Washington public libraries. In April, thirty-
five libraries participated in a survey conducted by the Washington State Library. Responses indicated
one library was failing, seven library systems reduced hours in 2009, eleven library systems reduced
book budgets, eight library systems were expecting major service cuts in 2010 and seven library systems
were doing ok (one library did not respond to these questions).

These same surveyed Washington public libraries that reported budget and service cuts also reported
increases in library visits, circulations and public computing sessions. This is not surprising news. When
economic times get tough, communities turn to their local public libraries as a less expensive way to
meet their recreational, educational and professional needs - and Neill Public Library’s 2009 usage
reflects this. The number of registered borrowers increased 8%, circulation increased 12% and internet
computing sessions increased 31% over last year.

In its preliminary annual report, the Washington State Library confirmed that in comparison with other
public libraries in the same service population (25,001 — 100,000) Neill Public Library ranked:
e #1in library visits per capita - 14.47
e #2in circulation per capita - 15.18
e {#1in library programs per 1000 capita: 19.86
o NPL offers approximately 19.86 programs per 1000 capita (NPL held 548 total programs)
o This is more than twice as much as Seattle Public Library’s combined branches (7.8)
e #1lin library program attendance per 1000 capita: 648.37
o Out of 1000 capita, approximately 648 people attend Neill Public Library’s program (NPL
had 17,895 total attendance)
o Per 1000 capita, this is more than twice as much as Seattle Public Library (309)

Neill Public Library is well utilized by its community and a tremendous asset in the City of Pullman’s fleet
of public services. Operations are made possible thanks to the continued financial investment from the

City. The community also greatly values the library and is invested in its success, evidenced by the 910

volunteer hours logged and a 53% increase in monetary donations in 2009.

e Improved library outreach services — repurposed existing laptop and procured Clearwire

* WSL Broadband stimulus committee — James was recruited to serve on the State Library’s
broadband stimulus committee whose goal it is to secure federal funding for improved
broadband access to rural communities. Another goal of the stimulus federal funding is to
expand public computer centers.

¢ Grant work — secured second year match funding for Gates Grant and applied for LSTA grant for
a laptop training lab. James has acquired 19 out of 23 of our workstations exclusively through
grants and donations.

2009 LIBRARY GOALS — submitted by the Library Board of Trustees
1. Regular Circulation Position
The library needs a 20 hour permanent employee to assist in the Circulation department. Currently
we are dependent on time slip employees to staff this critical component of public service. As a
result of this dependency, our turnover is tremendous. The training program for one circulation
employee is a minimum of 44 hours. Last year, the Circulation/Shelving Supervisor spent 620 hours,
almost one third of the year, conducting these trainings. The acquisition of a permanent employee
will bring needed stability to this pivotal library department and ensure a more efficient use of staff
resources.
2. Restore the materials budget to 10% of the total library budget, and by one percent each year
so that by the year 2015 the materials budget is restored to 15% of the library's total budget.
In 2010 we hope to restore the materials budget to 10% of the total budget. The materials budget
has not increased in six years and best practices indicate a materials budget be set minimally at
15% of a library’s total budget. Patrons and donors remain concerned about the low materials
budget at the library. The library is fortunate to be the recipient of community donations.
However, using donated funds to augment the under-funded materials budget is not a viable,
long-term solution.
3. Regular Young Adult/Teen Librarian
The library needs a 20 hour permanent position dedicated to the Young Adult (12-17 years)
Department of the Youth Services Division. In the past five years, the library’s programming for
young children has more than quadrupled. However, due to inadequate staffing, the library has been
unable to meet the important, growing needs of our community’s teens. The acquisition of a
dedicated librarian to serve this population is critical in addressing our community’s responsibilities
to these young people.

Mayor Johnson announced that a public hearing is
scheduled on the Capital Improvement Program.
Planning Director Dickinson presented the staff
report. City Supervisor Sherman went through
his memorandum and pointed out some highlights to
the Council. It was a Council goal to have a
$350,000 target for the CIP program each year and
he said our expenditures fell below this figure
for the last several years. In 2007 we only
expended $257,403. In 2008 we expended $234, 255,
in 2009 $234,256, and for 2010 we had projected
$243,704. He noted that the CPI index was
released for the current period. It showed a
decline of one-half percent and he felt that the
IPD could be negative again this year.

Mayor Johnson opened the public hearing. Janice
Brown was the only speaker and she was concerned
that we need to set aside infrastructure for
plug-ins for electric cars seeing as more

vehicles are going electric. All the main
manufacturers will have electric cars by this
year. She stated that there are also electric
motorcycles and carts that could benefit from

this.
