RE:  Business and Rental Registrations Update

On January 1, 2010 Commercial Business Registration and Residential Rental
Registration was required by Pullman City Code. Pullman City Code 6.95 requires
commercial businesses to register and Pullman City Code 6.98 requires residential rentals
to register.

In reference to commercial business registration Support Services Manager Penni Reavis
has been working for approximately six months with the Washington Department of
Licensing, Master Licensing Service (MLS) to coordinate the identification and location
of Pullman businesses. This effort has included two mailings through MLS to any
business with a Pullman address. The ordinance requires registration of “all kinds of
vocations, occupations, professions, enterprises, establishments, industries, services and
all other kinds of activities and matters that require registration or licensing with the state
of Washington and are conducted on any premises in the city of Pullman”. Thus, the
coordination of MLS was necessary to initiate the registration. As current businesses
renew their licenses with MLS, an addendum with information requested by Pullman is
attached and that information is submitted to MLS by the business. MLS then provides
the data, electronically, to the Police Department and the information is then entered into
the Spillman records management system. In addition to the mailing to the businesses
known in Pullman the following information is on the City web site under Police
Department/licensing, registration and permits:



As per Pullman City Code 6.93, as of Jan. 1, 2010, registration with the City of
Pullman shall be required of all commercial businesses within the city limits.
Click here for information about the process. Packets are available at Pullman
Police Department, 260 SE Kamiaken or call (509) 334-0802.

If you are starting a commercial business within Pullman city limits, you also
need to contact the State of Washington htip.//'www.dol.wa.gov/ to be certain that
you are meeting all requirements of the state. You may also wish to check with
City of Pullman Planning Dept. to make certain your business will comply with
zoning ordinances. Call the Pullman Planning Department at (509) 338-3213. In
addition, the Washington State Department of Labor & Industries is also a
resource for helping city business people who are applying for a business license
through the Master License Service. Local information: L & I, 1250 SE Bishop
Blvd, Suite G, Pullman, WA 99163 (509) 334-5296.

Residential rental registration is also being coordinated by Support Services Manager
Reavis. The ordinance requires any person who makes available for rent, or rents, leases,
or lets, to the public any residential rental unit property to register. Exempt are owners
leasing or renting a residential rental unit contained within a residential structure which is
also occupied by the owner as his or her primary residence; provided, this exemption
shall only apply to structures consisting of two or fewer dwelling units. Property owners
leasing or renting a dwelling unit in a duplex residential structure where one of the
duplex units is occupied by the owner as his or her primary residence is also exempt. In
December articles were placed in The Daily Evergreen and The Daily News newspapers.
An announcement was also enclosed with the December City water bills. A copy of that
announcement is attached to this memorandum. In addition the following information is
on the City web site:

As of Jan. 1, 2010, residential rental unit registration is required, as per Pullman
City Code 6.98. Click here for the registration form in a print-and-complete pdf
Jormat. Click here for the fee schedule set by Resolution R-91-08. Call Pullman
Police Department at (509) 334-0802.

Some persons had difficulty finding the registration form on the web site so a
modification of the location on the web site was made to provide easier access for the
public. In addition packets for both commercial business registration and residential
business registration are available at the front desk of the Police Department. Attached is
a copy of the cover letter in the packets for commercial business registration.

To our knowledge, no issues have arisen regarding commercial business registration.
MLS is receiving the forms and is forwarding the information to Pullman, including a
recap of monies received. However, residential rental unit registration has had some
problems. Those problems include providing the form but no money, incomplete
registration information and checks sent without an application form attached. These
issues will be dealt with by personal contact with the property owners. As of January 5



fifty five property owners or managers have submitted registration forms. Many of these
owners and property managers have several rental properties. The volume of telephone
calls we are receiving indicates that many more registration forms are forth coming.

ATTENTION RENTAL PROPERTY OWNERS
AND MANAGERS

Pullman City Code requires rental registration effective January 1, 2010. Section 6.98.030 states
in part:

... no person shall make available for rent, or rent, lease, or let, to the public any
Residential Rental Unit as defined in Section 6.98.020 of this title without first registering
the Residential Rental Unit with the Pullman Police Department as required by this title,
unless exempted herein. An Owner of multiple Residential Rental Units shall separately
register each Residential Rental Unit by its assigned street address. An Owner of a
multi-unit apartment complex shall separately register by its assigned street address and
shall also register and identify each separate building within the multi-unit apartment
complex.” ’

There are two exemptions to the registration. These exemptions are:

(1) Property owners leasing or renting a Residential Rental Unit contained within a
residential structure which is also occupied by the owner as his or her primary
residence; provided, this exemption shall only apply to structures consisting of two or
Jfewer dwelling units.

(2) Property owners leasing or renting a dwelling unit in a duplex residential structure
where one of the duplex units is occupied by the owner as his or her primary residence.

The City of Pullman contracts with the Washington State Department of Licensing
to provide business registration services. Businesses are able to apply for a City of
Pullman business registration when they apply with the State for their Unified
Business Identification Number (UBI) or when businesses renew their state
registrations each year.

The registration fee for a business in the City of Pullman is $20.00. However,
please note that the State may charge an additional processing fee.

A regular meeting of the City Council of the City
of Pullman was held on December 8, 2009, at 7:30
p.m. 1in Council Chambers, City Hall, Pullman,
Washington with the following present:

Mayor Johnson called the regular meeting to order
at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Johnson called for a moment of silence for
the four slain Lakewood police officers. He
stated that Pullman had sent five officers to the
memorial and other area agencies had also sent
officers.

Mayor Johnson made four announcements.

Mayor Johnson presented a plaque to Councilmember
Heath for her five years of service and stated
his appreciation for all she had done.

Councilmember Heath thanked Deputy City Clerk
Jane Joyce and Executive Assistant Michol Ann
Jensen for all the support and responsiveness to
her requests during her term. She stated they
both always had the information needed or got it
to her quickly. She thanked all department heads
for their hard work, responsiveness, good work,
and excellent reports. She challenged the
citizens of Pullman to step up and serve your
City. She thanked City Supervisor John Sherman
for his excellence. She also thanked the Council
and thanked Mayor Johnson for his leadership,
stating that his character is as fine as his
voice. She thanked the citizens of Pullman for
their involvement and input with their calls,
letters, and e-mails.

Senator Mark Schoesler stated that this was his
18" session and is uncharted territory and he
hasn’t seen a budget deficit in a short session
for a supplemental budget in that time. The
decisions made in 2001 are impacting the budget
today and will not be corrected overnight. The
Governor will release the budget tomorrow, and no
one will 1like it. The groundwork needs to be
laid for the 2011 budget and hopefully reforms
will come which will affect more than this
period.

Representative Joe Schmick stated he is not
looking forward to the session because of the
hole we are in. Where we go will be decided by
the majority. We need to set the groundwork for
the next session to make changes for the

recovery. We need to look at the business
climate; we can’t continue to run businesses out
of the state. It took eleven days in North

Carolina to obtain all the building permits for
Boeing. It would have taken three years here to
obtain these permits. We can’t strap tax payers
with new taxes as it will slow up the recovery.

Representative Susan Fagan thanked the 9
District for giving her the opportunity to serve
them, She wants to consider organization and
individuals and how changes in the budget will
impact their lives. She is honored and
challenged and will work to make the best
decisions for the citizens. She also
complimented Councilmember Heath for her service.

Councilmember Bloom stated that we need to have
a cost benefit for dollars used. We need to
reduce spending for incarceration and
rehabilitation as there is no return. We need to
spend on education where the return is ten-fold.
We need to make sure money is allocated for
capital infrastructure projects two to four years
in the future and have them in the pipeline so
that when the economy turns we will have projects

ready to go. If we don’t, infrastructure will
suffer. Small dollars spent now will pay back
great returns in the future. Senator Schoesler

stated they are looking at shutting down the
prison on McNeil Island which will save
considerable money. They are also looking at
post-release supervision which appears to give
the most bang for the buck without reducing
public safety.



Councilmember Wright stated we need to
reestablish the Public Works Trust Fund to aid
counties and cities in their infrastructure
projects. Representative Joe Schmick stated he
did not 1like how they cleaned out the trust
funds.

Councilmember Heath stated it appears that
commissions have a tendency to enact laws to
shift down to cities and counties
responsibilities for areas they don’t want to
deal with. What analysis do you go through to
see what impact these decisions will have on
cities and counties? Representative Joe Schmick
stated the legislation shifts more down, so it is
out of their budget. Mayor Johnson stated that
with all the cuts in mental health and criminal
justice, the cities wind up bearing the costs.

Councilmember Benjamin stated that with the State
budget, there are protected and non-protected
agencies. Will there be any changes in protected
status, as nonprotected will bear the brunt of

changes? Senator Mark Schoesler stated that
human services and K-12 will take most of the
reduction. Representative Schmick added this

will be determined by the majority party as 30
percent of the  budget can be touched.
Representative Fagan stated they need to look at
the 70 percent.

Councilmember Paul stated we need to improve
business conditions where border cities can
compete. He doesn’t know the solution, maybe an
exemption. Senator Schoesler stated that
exemptions would probably be unconstitutional.
Representative Schmick stated we need to improve
the business climate. Michigan gives free land
and no taxes for three years. He hopes Boeing
doing the second line in North Carolina is a wake
up call.

Councilmember Bloom stated that the constitution
does not allow gifts of land and we may need to
change the constitution to facilitate.
Representative Schmick stated we need to look at
Workers Compensation. He stated average days out
in Washington is 266 days, 70 in Oregon, and 66
is the national average. 50 percent will obtain
permanent disability. We are the only state that
has raised the L&I rates.

Councilmember Waldrop stated he sees two
problems, over regulation and gangs.

Representative Schmick stated that the State is
looking at the problems with gangs.

Councilmember Weller stated he has seen repeated
instances of tagging. He asked the Legislators
what they see as the most important problem
facing Washington. Senator Schoesler stated he
sees growing the economy and sustainable budgets
as the main problem. Representative Schmick
stated small business and not big business or the
building industry will lead wus out of the
recession. Representative Fagan agreed with both
and stated we need to pay better attention to
business in this state, provide a better economic
climate, take away the hurdles of government, and
prioritize spending.

Councilmember Benjamin asked are Boards and
Commigsions the only way for citizen input?
Senator Schoesler indicated no. Citizens have no
problem addressing concerns to the legislature.

Councilmember Bloom stated that CAP and trade and
health care will kill small business.

Mayor Johnson opened the discussion to local
communities.

Russ Rickett, Mayor of Oakesdale, introduced his

replacement Dennis Palmer. He complimented the
Mayor, Council, and staff for allowing small
cities to piggyback upon their efforts. He

stated that on the L&I issue, in Oregon the State
set up a program for small business that saves a
lot of money. He ingquired if Washington has such
a program. Senator Schoesler stated that the
Retro Program is in effect in Washington.

Public Works Director Workman talked about the
strings that are attached to the stimulus money.
There were 30 separate requirements that had to
be complied with to install windows in Pioneer
Center.

Janice Brown made comments about groundwater.
Senator Schoessler stated that a State priority
is water consumption and reuse. Representative
Schmick stated that water controls growth and
this is a very serious issue, as in some areas
the water table is dropping at 10 feet per year.

Tammy Lewis, Pullman Chamber of Commerce, stated
that Washington State leads the nation in
business costs and we need relief.

Superintendent of Schools Paul Sturm stated we
have consolidated one school district, have
shared administrative staff with other districts
and have several duel staff positions such as a
principal also being the district superintendent.

We need to get our arms around this
issue. It appears there is a “Can We Top This”
west side mentality that rubber stamps new
regulation.

Mayor Johnson announced a five-minute recess to
reset the Council Chambers at 9:17 p.m.

Chief Weatherly suggested having the
Police Advisory Committee review and make
recommendations to Council on how extensive
inspections should be.

Weatherly and asked if there are risks with
limited regquirements. City Attorney McAloon
responded in the affirmative.

Tank 10 is the new 42-foot diameter, 100-foot tall water standpipe reservoir constructed in the Barclay
Estate Subdivision area north of Wawawai Road. During the course of construction, a few items were
added to the contract scope to the betterment of the project and to address work items that had been
inadvertently omitted from the original scope:

* The exterior finish coat of paint was upgraded to a better product that had recently been made
available by Tnemec, the paint supplier, at a cost of $1,019.70. It is anticipated that the life of the
exterior coating will be extended by as much as 30% with this upgrade.

¢ Brackets were added to the west side of the tank at a cost of $3,905.76 to accommodate potential
future utility connections to the tank. This will preclude welding attachments to the tank in the
future, which can be detrimental to both the exterior and interior paint coatings.

* The irrigation water service meter, backflow device, piping and valves were increased from %
inch, as specified, to 1-1/2 inch at the request of the Parks Department at a cost of $1,708.15.

* Sidewalk along the full frontage of the property and the construction of a driveway curb cut were
added to the contract at a cost of $10,218.00.

* A gate valve, box, and lid that should have been included in the original design were added to the
2 inch sensing water line at a cost of $608.00. This valve allows isolation of the sensing line for
future repairs or modification to the sensing system as necessary.

* Miscellaneous electrical modifications/changes including a circuit for the irrigation controls,
spare conduit and wiring to the top of the tank for telemetry radio controls, and additional
conduit to enhance the integrity of the security system were added to the contract at a cost of
$4,640.42.

o The overflow sensing switch was upgraded to a more substantial installation than originally
specified at a cost of $151.95.

¢ The contract documents required the contractor to reserve site top soil for distribution on areas to
be planted or seeded after tank construction. However, the City’s prior grading of the site in
preparation for tank construction had removed all the site top soil, necessitating the import of
170 CY of topsoil to complete the project at a cost of $2,521.10.

All of these items were included in Change Order No. 2 to this contract at a total cost, including sales
tax, of $26,705.38. Per the City’s Procurement Policy, ratification of approval of this Change Order is
now requested of Council. Funding for this project is from the Utility Capital Projects budget of the
Utility Fund.

REQUEST FOR COUNCIL ACTION

ACTION REQUESTED
By motion approve the execution of the proposed Paramedic Services Agreement between the city of Pullman

and Pullman Hospital District 1-A of Whitman County.

BACKGROUND

The City of Pullman has had contracts with Pullman Regional Hospital for several years for the provision of
paramedic services. The proposed contract is for a one-year period. Exhibit A reflects the hospital
administration's desire to maintain the same fixed-fee payment as 2009 for 2010 without regard to Pullman
Fire’s actual paramedic staffing levels. The amount of the annual payment for 2010 will be $50,000.

Hospital District Administrator (and Pullman Regional Hospital CEO) Scott Adams has indicated that if the city
is awarded a SAFER Grant for 2010 an additional $10,000 would possibly be paid, raising the total amount to
$60,000. At your regular council meeting on Nov. 17, you approved an application for a federal SAFER Grant
for two years of funding with a zero local match requirement for three new firefighter positions. After the two-
year period, we can reduce our workforce if necessary. Thus it is a two-year fully funded grant with no
requirement to staff at the higher level once the grant period is completed. It would of course be our hope that
funding would allow us to keep the positions at the end of the two-year period of federal funding. Both WSU
and Pullman Regional Hospital have offered future support for added staffing.

RECOMMENDATION

By motion, approve the execution of the proposed contract with Pullman Regional Hospital for paramedic
services for 2010.

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into between PUBLIC HOSPITAL
DISTRICT No. 1-A OF WHITMAN COUNTY, WASHINGTON, a municipal
corporation of the State of Washington, hereinafter referred to as “HOSPITAL,” and the
CITY OF PULLMAN, WASHINGTON, a municipal corporation of the State of
Washington, hereinafter referred to as “CITY”.

HOSPITAL owns and operates Pullman Regional Hospital in Pullman,
Washington. Pullman Regional Hospital is a critical access facility providing services
including an emergency department that is designated as a Level IV Trauma Care Center
by the State of Washington. In providing the level of trauma care as licensed by the State
of Washington, and in providing hospital and health care facilities to the residents, staff,
and patients of PUBLIC HOSPITAL DISTRICT No. 1-A OF WHITMAN COUNTY,
WASHINGTON, HOSPITAL needs to have available within its service locale skilled,
trained, and licensed paramedics that provide care to patients during transport to Pullman

Regional Hospital and during transfers from Pullman Regional Hospital to other

healthcare facilities.

The CITY has skilled, trained, and licensed paramedics that provide care for
injured and/or ill persons within the City of Pullman and the surrounding area. The

service locale for the HOSPITAL includes the City of Pullman, Washington, and the

surrounding area.

The parties hereto desire to continue the provision, furnishing, and availability of
skilled, trained, and licensed paramedics to both the residents of the City of Pullman, and
the surrounding area, and the residents, staff, and patrons of the HOSPITAL. The parties
hereto deem it in the interest of the public for said paramedic services to be provided by
the CITY so that paramedics with the requisite skill, training, and licensure that are
appropriate and necessary for the HOSPITAL'S operation of its emergency care services

and the operation and maintenance of its Level IV Trauma Care Center, are available for

HOSPITAL'’S service area.



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to each party stated
herein, HOSPITAL agrees to pay to CITY for operation, maintenance, and availability of
the paramedics as described in Exhibit A and the sums set forth on Exhibit A. All fees
paid by HOSPITAL shall be used to augment City Paramedic Service and SAFER
GRANT Program and transport of HOSPITAL'’s patients and shall not be used by the
CITY as a part of the CITY’S General Fund.

To better understand the rate of response of the CITY to the need of the Hospital
for patient transport, CITY will submit a quarterly report detailing the date, time, location
and patient condition of each transport requested by HOSPITAL. Such report shall also
contain an indication as to whether the transport rate of less than 95 percent will occasion
a meeting between representatives of the CITY and HOSPITAL. The purpose of the

meeting will be to identify opportunities for improving the rate of completed transfers.

Term. The term of this Agreement and the performance of the CITY shall
commence on January 1, 2010 and terminate on December 31, 2010. This Agreement
may be extended or terminated upon mutual agreement between the parties hereto and

pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

Assignment. The CITY shall not assign any portion of the Agreement without the
written consent of the HOSPITAL, and it is further agreed that said consent must be
obtained in writing by the CITY not less than thirty (30) calendar days prior to the date of

any proposed assignment. Consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Indemnification. All services to be rendered or performed under this Agreement
will be performed or rendered entirely at the CITY’S own risk and the CITY expressly
agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the HOSPITAL and all of its officers, agents,
employees, or otherwise, from any and all liability, loss or damage including reasonable
costs of defense that they may suffer as a result of claims, demands, actions, or damages
to any and all persons or property, costs or judgments against the HOSPITAL or any
person which result from or arise out of the services to be performed by the CITY under
this Agreement; provided, this section shall not apply to liability resulting from errors or

omissions of the HOSPITAL, its officers, or employees.



The HOSPITAL expressly agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the CITY and
all of its officers, agents, employees, or otherwise, from any and all liability, loss or
damage including reasonable costs of defense that they may suffer as a result of claims,
demands, actions, or damages to any and all person or property, costs, or judgments

against the CITY which result from the negligence, or errors or omissions, of the

HOSPITAL.

Termination. Either party reserves the right to terminate this Agreement in whole
or in part any time, with or without cause, by giving at least thirty (30) calendar days’
notice to the other party in writing, specifying the reason therefore, and the effective date
provided such effective date shall not be prior to notification to the CITY. After this

effective date, no charges incurred under any terminated portions are allowable.

Notice. Whenever in this Agreement it is provided that written notice be given by

one party to the other party, said notice shall be addressed as follows:

Delivery of said notice shall be effective in any one of the following ways:

1. By personal delivery to and an acknowledgment of receipt thereof signed
by the receiving party.

2. By affidavit or personal service thereof on the receiving party.

3. By depositing the notice in the United States Mail, in an envelope properly
addressed to the address indicated above or to the last address of the
recipient known to the party giving notice, with postage fully prepaid

thereon.

In the event said notice is mailed, it shall be deemed delivered two (2) working

days following the posting thereof.



Applicable Law. This Agreement has been and shall be construed as having been
made and delivered within the State of Washington, and it is agreed by each party hereto
that this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington, both as to

interpretation and performance.

Venue. Any action of law, suit in equity, or judicial proceeding for the
enforcement of this Agreement or any provisions thereof, shall be instituted and

maintained only in a court of competent jurisdiction in Whitman County, Washington.

Severability. It is understood and agreed by the parties hereto that if any part,
term, or provision of this Agreement is held by a court to be illegal, the validity of the
remaining provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties
shall be construed and enforced as if the Agreement did not contain the particular

provision held to be invalid.

If it should appear that any provision hereof is in conflict with any statute of the
State of Washington, said provision which may conflict therewith shali be deemed

modified to conform to such statutory provision.



Entire Agreement. The parties agree that this Agreement including Exhibit A is
the complete expression of the terms hereto and any oral representations or
understandings not incorporated herein are excluded. Further, any modification of this
Agreement shall be in writing and signed by both parties. Failure to comply with any of
the provisions stated herein shall constitute a material breach of contract and cause for
termination. Both parties recognize time is of the essence in the performance of this
provision of this Agreement. It is also agreed by the parties that the forgiveness of the

nonperformance of any provision of this Agreement does not constitute a waiver of the

provisions of this Agreement.

ACTION REQUESTED:

Approve the purchase of one ADA accessible maxi-van for the Dial-A-Ride service from Schetky
Northwest Sales, Inc. from Portland OR.

BACKGROUND:

Pullman Transit has been holding off purchasing a new ADA accessible van for the Dial-A-Ride
service for two years in hopes of getting a State or Federal grant to aid us in purchasing this vehicle.
Unfortunately, we have not been successful in receiving funding through either revenue source.
However, our need for a new ADA accessible van has not diminished.

We have received bids from two companies who supply ADA accessible vans that meet our needs.
Both bids are off of the Oregon State contract and the one supplied by Schetky Northwest Sales, Inc.
from Portland OR best fits our current needs. The intent is to retain our 1999 ADA accessible van as a
back-up vehicle, which will make this new van an addition to the fleet.

We will continue to seek State and Federal grants to aid us in purchasing a replacement for our 1999
ADA van. We hope that this van can be replaced in the next grant cycle, but if not we will have to
replace it with our local funds in a few years.

In addition to the cost of the van we will need to purchase a new farebox and two-way radio. We will
also have to install our ride scheduling vehicle hardware and GPS/AVL system, which we already in
the office. This will bring us very close to our budget of $60,000 for this project.

Purchase off the Oregon State contract satisfies the bidding requirements of the state law and the
City’s procurement policy.

RECOMMENDATION:
