ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT :

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into on this day of , 2010, by
and between the CITY OF PULLMAN, WASHINGTON, whose address is 325 SE Paradise Street,
Pullman, WA 99163, hereinafter called the "CITY," and the consulting firm of TAYLOR
ENGINEERING, INC., whose address is 245 E. Main St., Pullman, WA 99163, the location at which
work will be available for inspection, hereinafter called the "CONSULTANT." The contact person for the
CITY shall be Kevin Gardes, P.E. The contact person for the CONSULTANT shall be Ronald G. Pace,

P.E.

WHEREAS, the CITY desires to design and construct a riparian restoration project along the South
Fork of the Palouse River, below the city’s wastewater treatment plant outfall, in conjunction with a grant

from the Washington Department of Ecology; and

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT has represented and by entering into this Agreement now
represents, that CONSULTANT is in full compliance with the statutes of the State of Washington for
registration of professional engineers and that all personnel to be assigned to the work required under this
Agreement are fully qualified to perform the work to which they w111 be assigned in a competent and

professional manner; and

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT desires to do the work set forth in the Agreement upon the terms

| ~ and condltlons set forth below,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions, covenants and performances
contained herein below, the parties hereto agree as follows: :

SECTION I: OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF WORK

This is a riparian restoration project of an approximately 1,500 foot reach of the South Fork of the Palouse
River, mcludmg nnprovements to reduce local erosion, provide bank stabilization, 1mprove water quality,
reduce invasive weeds and increase riparian vegetation and wildlife habitat in conformance with
Washington Department of Ecology and Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife guidelines. The
objectives of this agreement are to prov1de hydraulic modeling, develop erosion control solutions,
coordinate the development of riparian planting concepts, perform a wetland delineation, provide
permitting assistance, and prepare construction plans, specifications, and estimate for the South Fork of the
Palouse River Riparian Restoration project. The scope of services to be performed by the CONSULTANT

is as indicated in the attached Exhibit A.

During the project execution, the CONSULTANT shall provide supporting information as may be
pertinent and necessary, or as may be requested by the CITY, in order for the CITY to pass critical
judgment on the design features of the work. The CONSULTANT shall make such minor changes,
amendments, or revisions in the details of the work as may be required by the CITY provided that they are
within the scope of work and are requested prior to final review by the CITY. This item does not
constitute an “Extra Work” item as related in Section VIII of this Agreement. When alternates are being
considered, the CITY shall have the right of selection.

The adequacy of the plans shall be verified by a senior review by the CONSULTANT. The
CONSULTANT will be held responmble for the accuracy of the work, consistent with Section XV of this

Agreement.

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SECTION II: ITEMS TO BE FURNISHED TO THE CONSULTANT BY THE CITY

The CITY will furnish the CONSULTANT maps, drawings, and reports on file which relate to the project,
including: '

SECTION III: DOCUMENTS TO BE FURNISHED BY THE CONSULTANT

The following documents, exhibits or other presentations for the work covered by this Agreement shall be

furnished by the CONSULTANT to the CITY upon completion of the work specified in Section I. All

such material shall become and remain the property of the CITY and may be used by it without restriction
other than as described in Section XXII, Reuse of Project Documents.

Preliminary Design (Technical Membrandum) Report.
Wetland Delineation Report.

Permitting assistance in the form of calculations and exhibits.
80% Design Documents.

Final P, S & E Documents.

Meéting agendas, notes and action items.
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SECTION IV: TIME OF BEGINNING AND COMPLETION

- The CONSULTANT shall not begin work under the terms of this Agreement until authorized in writing by
~ the CITY. All work authorized by this Agreement shall be completed within 120 calendar days after
receipt of authorization to proceed. Time spent by the CITY in reviewing memorandum, reports,
- presentations, and conducting internal work on the project shall not count against the time allowed for

- completion. The CITY review time shall be measured from the date information is received by the CITY
until the date that comments are received by the CONSULTANT. Review time spent by the Washington
Department of Ecology and Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife shall not count against the time

"~ allowed.
SECTION V: PAYMENT

The CONSULTANT shall be paid by the CITY for completed work or services rendered under this
Agreement as provided for hereinafter. Such payment shall be full compensation for work performed or
services rendered and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to complete

the work.

1. Payment for all consulting services for this project shall be on a cost-reimbursable basis with a
not-to-exceed amount of $37,130 for design services.

The maximum amount payable by the CITY to the CONSULTANT under this Agreement,
shall not exceed said not-to-exceed amount unless a supplemental agreement has been
negotiated and executed in writing by the CITY prior to incurring any costs in excess of the
not-to-exceed amount.



2. Partial payments may be made upon request of the CONSULTANT to cover the percentage of
work completed, but are not to be more frequent than one (1) per month. Each payment
request shall be accompanied by a spreadsheet showing a list of all tasks, their original budget
amount, cost incurred through the invoice date, estimated remaining costs, and estimated total
costs through completion. A short narrative or remark column shall be included. Any
problems and potential causes for delay shall be noted. Failure to note any reasons for delay
shall constitute a waiver of claims for delay to the date of the payment request. Payments to the
CONSULTANT will be made within 30 days of receipt of the payment request.

3. Final payment of any balance due the CONSULTANT of the ultimate gross amount earned
will be made promptly upon ascertainment and verification by the CITY of the satisfactory
completion of the work under this Agreement and its acceptance by the CITY and the receipt
of documents which are to be furnished under this Agreement.

4. Bach payment by the CITY shall constitute full payment for labor, materials, supplies,
equipment and incidentals to the date of CONSULTANT’S partial payment request.
CONSULTANT’S acceptance of payment constitutes a waiver of any clalms for payment not

mcluded in the partial payment request.

5. Payment for extra work performed under this Agreement shall be paid as agreed to by the
partles hereto i in writing at the time extra work is authorized.

SECTION VI: EMPLOYMENT

The CONSULTANT warrants that CONSULTANT has not employed or retained any company or person,

other than a bona fide employee working solely for the CONSULTANT, to solicit or secure this contract
- and that he has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working

solely for the CONSULTANT, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gifts or any other
consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this contract. For breach or
violation of this warranty, CITY shall have the right to annul this Agreement without liability, or in its

discretion to deduct from the agreement price or consideration or otherwise recover the full amount of
such fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

Any and all employees of the CONSULTANT, while engaged in the performance of any work or services
required by the CONSULTANT under this Agreement, shall be considered employees of the
CONSULTANT only and not of the CITY and any and all claims that may or might arise under the
Workman's Compensation Act on behalf of said employees, while so engaged on any of the work or
services: provided to be rendered herein, shall be the sole obligation and responsibility of the

CONSULTANT.

The CONSULTANT shall not engage, on a full or part time basis, or other basis, during the period of the
contract, any professional or technical personnel who are, or have been, at any time during the period of
the contract, in the employ of the CITY, except regularly retired employees, without written consent of the

public employer of such person.
SECTION VII: NONDISCRIMINATION

The CONSULTANT agrees not to discriminate against any client, employee, or applicant for employment
or for services because of race, creed, color, national origin, marital status, sex, age, handicap, or sexual
orientation except for a bona fide occupational qualification with regard to, but not limited to the
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following: employment upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or any recruitment advertising, a
layoff or terminations, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, selection for training, rendition of
services. The CONSULTANT understands and agrees that if it violates this provision, this Agreement
may be terminated by the CITY and further that the CONSULTANT shall be barred from performing any
services for the CITY now or in the future unless a showing is made satisfactory to the CITY that
discriminatory practices have terminated and that recurrence of such action is unlikely.

- SECTION VIII: CHANGES IN WORK

The CONSULTANT shall make such revisions in the work included in this Agreement as are necessary to
correct errors or omissions appearing therein, when required to do so by the CITY, without additional

compensation.

Should the CITY find it desirable for its own purposes to have previously satisfactorily completed work or
parts thereof revised, other than minor revisions within the scope of the work, the CONSULTANT shall
make such revisions, if requested and as directed by the CITY in writing. This work shall be considered as
Extra Work and will be paid for as provided in Section V. All extra work shall be submitted as a
supplement to the basic agreement and approved by the CITY Director of Public Works in writing before
the work is undertaken. Said supplement may also extend the time for completion as agreed upon by the

CITY and the CONSULTANT.
SECTION IX: TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

1. The CITY reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any time upon not less than ten
(10) days written notlce to the CONSULTANT.

2. In the event this Agreement is terminated under any of its terms prior to completion of the
work, a final payment shall be made to the CONSULTANT commensurate with the amount of
work completed to the date of termination. The CITY is authorized to offset or deduct from
any sums due the CONSULTANT any actual charges incurred by the CITY for the default of

the CONSULTANT.

3. In the event this Agreement is terminated prior to completion of the work, the original copies
of all plans, prints, drawings and field notes prepared by the CONSULTANT prior to
termination shall become the property of the CITY.

4. Payment for any part of the work by the CITY shall not constitute a waiver by the CITY of any
remedies of any type it may have against the CONSULTANT for any breach of this
Agreement by the CONSULTANT, or for failure of the CONSULTANT to perform work
required of it by the CITY. Forbearance of any rights under the Agreement will not constitute
waiver of the entitlement to exercise those rights with respect to any future act or omission by
the CONSULTANT.

SECTION X: DISPUTES

Any dispute concerning questions of facts in connection with work not disposed of by agreement between
the CONSULTANT and the CITY shall be referred for determination to the Director of Public Works,
whose decision in the matter shall be final and binding on the parties of this Agreement, provided,
however, that if an action is brought challenging the Director of Public Works’ decision, that decision shall
be subject to de novo judicial review.
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SECTION XI: INDEMNITY

CONSULTANT agrees to indemnify CITY from any claims, damages, losses, and costs, including, but
not limited to, attorney’s fees and litigation costs, arising out of claims by third parties for property
damage or bodily injury, including death, to the proportionate extent caused by the negligence or willful
misconduct of CONSULTANT, CONSULTANT’s employees, affiliated corporations, and subconsultants
in connection with the project.

CITY agrees to indemnify CONSULTANT from any claims, damages, losses, and costs, including, but
not limited to, attorney’s fees and litigation costs, arising out of claims by third parties for property
damage or bodily injury, including death, to the proportionate extent caused by the negligence or willful
misconduct of CITY or its employees in connection with the project.

SECTION XII: SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING OF CONTRACTS

The CONSULTANT shall not sublet or assign any of the work covered by this Agreement without the
written consent of the CITY. The CITY expects that the CONSULTANT will make reasonable attempts
to keep the staff on the project that were designated as project staff during the CONSULTANT selection

process.
SECTION XIII: ENDORSEMENT OF PLANS

The CONSULTANT shall place CONSULTANT’S endorsement on all i‘eports, plans, estimates or any
other engineering data furnished by CONSULTANT. .

SECTION XIV: INTEREST

If payment of the amounts due, or any portion thereof, is not made as prescribed above, interest on the
unpaid balance thereof will occur at the rate of one-half percent (1/2%) per month and become due and
payable at the time said overdue payments are made, unless delay in payment is due to improper,
contested, or inadequate billing procedures followed by the CONSULTANT. In the event of disputed or
contested billing, only that portion so contested shall be withheld, and the undisputed portion shall be
paid in accordance with the payment provision outlined herein. The CITY shall exercise reasonableness
in contesting any bill or portion thereof. Where usury limits are less than the stated interest rate above,
the maximum lawful interest rate shall apply to the unpaid balance.

SECTION XV: STANDARD OF CARE

The standard of care applicable to the CONSULTANT'S services will be the degree of skill and
diligence normally employed by professional engineers or consultants performing the same or similar
services. The CONSULTANT will re-perform any services not meeting this standard without additional

compensation.
SECTION XVI: SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATIONS

In soils, foundation, groundwater, and other subsurface investigations, the actual characteristics may
vary significantly between successive test points and sample intervals and at locations other than where
observations, explorations, and investigations have been made. Because of the inherent uncertainties in
subsurface evaluations, changed or unanticipated underground conditions may occur that could affect
total project cost and/or execution. These conditions and cost/execution effects are not the responsibility
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of the CONSULTANT.

SECTION XVII: OPINIONS OF COST, FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS, AND SCHEDULES

In providing opinions of cost, financial analyses, economic feasibility projections, and schedules for the
project, the CONSULTANT has no control over cost or price of labor and materials; unknown or latent
conditions of existing equipment or structures that may affect operation or maintenance costs;
competitive bidding procedures and market conditions; time or quality of performance by third parties;
quality, type, management, or direction of operating personnel; and other economic and operational
factors that may materially affect the ultimate project cost or schedules. Therefore, the CONSULTANT
makes no warranty that the CITY'S actual project costs, financial aspects, economic feasibility or
schedules will not vary from the CONSULTANT'S opinions, analyses, projections, or estimates.

SECTION XVIII: ACCESS TO CONSULTANT'S ACCOUNTING RECORDS

The CONSULTANT will maintain accounting records, in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles and practices, to substantiate all invoiced amounts. These records will be
available to the CITY during the CONSULTANT'S normal business hours for a period of one year after
the CONSULTANT'S final invoice for examination to the extent required to verify the direct costs
(excluding established or standard allowances and rates) incurred hereunder. The CITY may only audit
accounting records applicable to cost-reimbursable type compensation.

~ SECTION XIX: CONSULTANT'S INSURANCE

The CONSULTANT shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance against
claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with the
performance of the work hereunder by the CONSULTANT, its agents, representatives, or employees.

1. Minimum Scope of Insurance
CONSULTANT shall obtain insurance of the types described below:

A. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased
vehicles. Coverage shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form CA 00 01
or a substitute form providing equivalent liability coverage. If necessary, the pohcy
shall be endorsed to provide contractual liability coverage.

B. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG
00 01 and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, independent
contractors and personal injury and advertising injury. The CITY shall be named as an
insured under the Contractor’s Commercial General Liability insurance policy with
respect to the work performed for the CITY.

C. Worker’s Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the
State of Washington.

D. Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Engineering profession.

2. Minimum Amounts of Insurance
CONSULTANT shall maintain the following insurance limits:

A. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily
6




injury and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident. ;
B. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than
$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate.
C. Professional Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than $1,000,000 per
claim and $1,000,000 policy aggregate limit.

3. Other Insurance Provisions

The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions for
Automobile Liability, Professional Liability and Commercial General Liability insurance:

A. The CONSULTANT’S insurance coverage shall be primary insurance with respect to
the CITY. Any insurance, self-insurance, or insurance pool coverage maintained by the
CITY shall be in excess of the CONSULTANT’S insurance and shall not contribute
with it.

B. The CONSULTANT’S insurance shall be endorsed to state that coverage shall not be
cancelled, except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by certified mail, return
receipt requested, has been given to the CITY.

4. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII.

5. Verification of Cdverage

CONSULTANT shall furnish the City with original certificates and a copy of the amendatory
endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured endorsement,
evidencing the i insurance requirements of the CONSULTANT before commencement of the

work.
- SECTION XX: OWNER-FURNISHED DATA

CONSULTANT will reasonably rely upon the timeliness, accuracy, and completeness of the
information provided by the CITY. ,

SECTION XXI: LITIGATION ASSISTANCE

The scope of services does not include costs of the CONSULTANT for required or requested assistance
to support, prepare, document, bring, defend, or assist in litigation undertaken or defended by the CITY.
All such services required or requested of the CONSULTANT by the CITY, except for suits or claims
between the parties to this Agreement, will be reimbursed as mutually agreed, unless and until there is a
finding by a court or arbitrator that the CONSULTANT'S negligence caused the CITY'S damage.

SECTION XXII: REUSE OF PROJECT DOCUMENTS

All designs, drawings, specifications, documents, and other work products of the CONSULTANT are
instruments of service for this project, whether the project is completed or not. Reuse by the CITY or by
others acting through or on behalf of the CITY of any such instruments of service based on facts or
circumstances not contemplated in the original work, without the written permission of the
CONSULTANT, will be at the CITY'S sole risk. The CITY agrees to indemnify and defend the
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CONSULTANT from all claims, damages, losses, and expenses, including, but not limited to, direct,
indirect, or consequential damages and attorney's fees, arising out of or related to such unauthorized

reuse.
SECTION XXIII: FORCE MAJEURE

The CONSULTANT is not responsible for damages or delay in performance caused by acts of God,
strikes, lockouts, accidents, or other events beyond the control of the CONSULTANT.

SECTION XXIV: SUSPENSION, DELAY, OR INTERRUPTION OF WORK

The CITY may suspend, delay, or interrupt the services of the CONSULTANT for the convenience of
the CITY. In the event of force majeure or such suspension, delay, or interruption, an equitable
adjustment in the project's schedule, commitment and cost of the CONSULTANT'S personnel and

subconsultants, and the CONSULTANT'S compensation may be made if warranted.

SECTION XXV: NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

This Agreement gives no rlghts or benefits to anyone other than the CITY and the CONSULTANT and
has no third-party beneficiaries.

SECTION XXVI: JURISDICTION, VENUE AND APPLICABLE LAW

The law of the state of Washington shall govern the Validitykof this Agreement, its interpretation and
performance, and any other claims related to it. The CONSULTANT consents to personal jurisdiction

and venue shall be in the courts of Whitman County, Washington.
SECTION XXVII: COMPLETE AGREEMENT

This document and referenced attachments contain all covenants, stipulations and provisions agreed
upon by the parties. No agent, or representative of either party has authority to make, and the parties

“ shall not be bound by or be liable for, any statement, representation, promise or agreement not set forth
herein. No changes, amendments, or modifications of the terms hereof shall be valid unless reduced to
writing and signed by the parties as an amendment to this Agreement.

SECTION XXVIII: SEVERABILITY AND SURVIVAL

If any of the provisions contained in this Agreement are held for any reason to be invalid, illegal, or
unenforceable, the enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired thereby. Limitations
of liability, indemnities, and other express representations shall survive termination of this Agreement

for any cause.

The scope of services to be provided by CONSULTANT, budget, schedule, and billing rates for the
South Fork of the Palouse River Riparian Restoration Project are as detailed in the attached documents.
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South Fork of the Palouse River Riparian Restoration Project
For the
City of Pullman
And the
Palouse Conservation District

Project Overview

This project scope consists of the analysis and riparian restoration design of an
approximately 1500 foot reach of the South Fork of the Palouse River along property
owned by the Cadle Family. The project will include improvements to reduce local
erosion, provide bank stabilization, improve water quality, reduce invasive weeds and
increase riparian vegetation and wildlife habitat.

The deliverables to the City of Pullman and Palouse Conservation District consist of
providing support documents and calculations for completion of the regulatory permits
and the preparation of approved Plan, Specification and Estimate (P, S & E) documents,

suitable for bidding and construction. The followmg primary tasks w1ll be necessary in
order to provide the required deliverables: :

General Tasks

> Topographic Background Map — Develop a topographic background map of the
project limits. This task includes field cross section surveying of the channel on
approximately 100 foot stations for use in the analysis and design of the reach. Key
locations such as changes in channel characteristics, existing problematic erosion
sites, wide channel sections, measurement of the driveway bridge abutments and

~ approximately 500 feet downstream of the bridge will be emphasized. All cross
sections will be surveyed perpendicular to the flow line of the channel. The data will

be processed into cross sections for use in the HEC-RAS model and a contour

background map for use in the development of plans.

> Gather Available Data — Gather as much of the readily available information as
possible from the City, County, State and Federal Agencies. Data will include:
¢ Existing flood insurance studies
Flood insurance rate maps
Previous flood studies
Wetland inventory maps
USGS and City topographic maps (digital and hardcopy)
Stream Flow Records
Aerial photographs / maps
Anecdotal flooding evidence (photos, high water marks, videos etc.)



» Project Kickoff Meeting — Meet with the City, Palouse Conservation District,
Property Owner, Department of Fish and Wildlife and other stakeholders to review
the available data, permitting issues and project roles, responsibilities and objectives.
Perform a field reconnaissance of the project limits including the taking of site photos
to review critical problem areas, priority improvement locations and the overall

project limits.

> Channel Hydraulic Model - Develop a hydraulic model using HEC-RAS software
for the stream section using accepted Flood Insurance Study (FIS) flows. Input cross-
section information, flow values, bridge geometry, Manning ‘n’ values and boundary
conditions. Calibrate the model to a known, specific storm event such as the February
1996 event. Refine the model to match calibration data by adding/extending cross
sections, revising Manning ‘n’ values, modifying bridge structure representations,
changing the effective flow definitions, and adjusting flow values.

Run the model and evaluate potential flood areas, erosion areas and conveyance
problem areas based on the existing conditions. Prioritize 4-5 flood damage areas for
consideration of erosion control techniques based on the analysis and input from the

stakeholders.

> Erosion Control Recommendations — Develop erosion control solutions for the
identified problem areas. Solutions may include, but not necessarily be limited to,
recommendations for existing channel section modifications, structural modifications -
or repairs, channel cleanup, bank stabilization techniques / erosion control BMP’s,
floodplain storage, channel re-routing.

> Riparian Planting Concepts — Coordinate with the Palouse Conservation District to
add their proposed riparian restoration measures to construction drawings. The
Palouse Conservation District will complete the invasive weed control and planting
work. We will coordinate with them to incorporate their ideas and ensure that the
planting plan is consistent with their efforts and reflects their original concept.
Recommendations for native plantings and the restoration of native vegetation will be
made and summarized in concept in the Preliminary Design Report.

> Wetland Delineation — Perform a wetland delineation to ensure that possible wetland
areas are dealt with in an appropriate manner and are presented as part of the Army
Corp of Engineers 404 Permit. We do not anticipate that wetland mitigation will be
necessary as preliminary investigation does not show identified wetlands within the
National Wetland Inventory system provided by the US Fish and Wildlife Service.

> Preliminary Design Technical Memorandum —Prepare a Preliminary Design
Technical Memorandum for the project. The memorandum will summarize the key
elements associated with the Channel Hydraulic Model and proposed design features.
The Preliminary Design Technical Memorandum will be circulated to the
stakeholders for review and comments. The Technical Memorandum will then be
finalized and used as the basis of the permitting process and the development of P, S
& E documents.



> Permitting Assistance — Provide assistance to the Palouse Conservation District
(PCD) in the permitting process. This task includes providing support calculations
and exhibits to assist PCD with the application process. We understand that the
majority of the permitting coordination will be completed by PCD. The following
permits are anticipated for the project:

Mayor Johnson called the regular meeting to order
at 7:30 p.m. Councilmember Heath moved,
Councilmember Wright seconded to excuse

Mayor Johnson made four announcements.

Mayor Johnson announced that the first discussion
item was the College Hill Core Neighborhood Plan.
Planning Director Dickinson presented the staff
report. He defined the College Hill Core and
stated that it has issues such as high-density
apartments, parking, disruptive behavior, and poor
upkeep of property. He presented examples of
different methods that have been tried on College

Hill such as revising the zoning code, hiring three
beat officers, hiring a Community Improvement
representative, passing ordinances such as the
noise and fighting ordinances, voluntary housing
programs, the parking permit system, WSU real
estate program, and lighting projects on College
Hill with ASWSU.

Planning Director Dickinson discussed the “College
Hill Tomorrow” group which led to this draft plan.
He explained what is in the plan and stated that
the plan has goals. He stated that City Council
will c¢onsider the plan at a special meeting on
November 5.

Senator Horton asked about implementation
strategies of the plan and how it will work.
Planning Director Dickinson stated it is a
long-term campaign. Senator Horton stated that
students do not have tools to trim trees or remove
snow. Mayor Johnson stated that he hoped that
landlords would provide the necessary tools.
Senator Horton suggested that a program might be
developed where tools are purchased and checked
out to students. Planning Director Dickinson
stated that everything is on the table for ways
to improve the area. Councilmember Weller stated
that students and long-term residents should help
each other. Senator Horton stated that a lot of
College Hill is not long-term residents. Mayor
Johnson suggested that groups could adopt blocks
for cleanup.

Senator Horton asked if bike lanes had ever been
considered. Planning Director Dickinson stated
that bike lanes had been looked at in the 1970s.
Senator Horton stated that the streets in this area
are narrow and asked if they are considering making
more one-way sStreets. Planning Director
Dickinson stated they are exploring all options.
Mayor Johnson stated that WSU had recently changed
some streets to one-way streets.

Mayor Johnson announced that an update on 2009
College Hill projects is next. Public Works
Director Workman gave the update. He stated that
sidewalks have been an issue since 1998. The City
passed a bond and used money from the bond to
replace panels in sidewalks that presented
tripping hazards. It is now an ongoing program.
We first fixed sidewalks on College Hill, then
Pioneer Hill, then Sunnyside, and two years on
Military Hill. It is now back to College Hill
where they are working on tripping hazards and ADA

ramps.

Public Works Director Workman discussed the
streets that have been repaved. A senator asked
who handles the placement of crosswalks and
overhanging vegetation. He mentioned problem
areas on Merman Drive. Public Works Director
Workman stated that the Parks Department responds
to overhanging vegetation on a complaint basis and
that Public Works does crosswalks. He stated that
the areas mentioned would be mid-block crosswalks
and this is not considered a safe practice.
Councilmember Heath asked if the overhanging
vegetation complaint could be passed on to the
Parks Department. Mayor Johnson stated the
complaint would be passed on.

A senator stated that the crosswalks at Thatuna/
“B" Street and California/“B” Street are not safe.
Public Works Director Workman responded that the
intersection of Thatuna and “B" Street belongs to
WSU and they are still looking at ways to improve
this intersection. Mayor Johnson stated it is
better now than when the crosswalk was at an angle.
The Senator stated that the intersection of
California and “B” Street is dangerous. Senator
Spalding stated that a lot of people walk in this
area and it is dangerous. Public Works Director
Workman explained the steps the City has taken to
make this a safer intersection. Mayor Johnson
discussed the placement of flags on Stadium Way
by the church and discussed the possibility of
using flags at crosswalks. Public Works Director
Workman stated that we are looking at using flags.
Senator Horton and Mayor Johnson discussed using
flags.

Mayor Johnson announced that Transit issues is the
next discussion item. Transit Manager Thornton
presented the staff report and discussed how the
changes at Thatuna have affected Pullman Transit
routes. He stated that most changes in the routes
are due to the changes at Thatuna. Transit Manager
Thornton thanked the students for supporting
Pullman Transit and stated that due to the increase
in fees there are now six buses on Express Routes
all day. He stated it has increased ridership and
he discussed ridership statistics.

A senator asked if Pullman Transit encouraged or
discouraged the drivers from waiting for runners.
Transit Manager Thornton stated that we discourage
the drivers from waiting for runners as it can put
the drivers behind schedule. Transit Manager

Thornton stated there are now cameras in the buses.

Councilmember Waldrop requested information on the
new “Senior Shuttle” service. Transit Manager
Thornton stated it is a new fixed-route service
for seniors. It has not been doing well as the
seniors do not like the one-hour route. He stated
they just started a half-hour route.

Senator Myklebust stated that there are security
officers on some buses and asked if there are
problems on the buses. Transit Manager Thornton
responded that there are not problems due to having
security officers on the buses.

Councilmember Paul thanked the students for
supporting and voting for Transit. Mayor Johnson
stated that Parking Control also supports Pullman
Transit.

Public Works Director Workman presented a history
of joint lighting projects with WSU. He stated
that last winter personnel from ASWSU, Avista, WSU,
and the City of Pullman did a walk of College Hill.
They identified areas that needed more lights, had
lights out, dim lighting, and needed trees trimmed.
He stated that the City and Avista have worked on
these problems. He also stated that the City has
revised how we notify Avista of street lights that
are not working or are dim. He stated that
yesterday there was a meeting on College Hill
lighting. Avista and ASWSU were at the meeting.
They found and discussed problems with lighting
and sidewalks.

Senator Horton asked if there is a tree trimming
program. Public Works Director Workman stated
that we respond by complaint and we also survey
areas. He stated that tree trimming won't always
solve the problems. Mayor Johnson stated that the
campus beat officers also report problems. Mayor
Johnson asked who pays the electricity for these

street 1lights. Public Works Director Workman
responded that the City pays for the electricity
and it is very costly. Councilmember Benjamin

stated that WSU President Floyd has dedicated money
for lighting.

Senator Horton asked about dark alleys. Public
Works Director Workman stated that the City does
not provide lighting in alleys. They discussed
contacting the individual homeowners about alley
lights. Senator Horton stated that the road
quality of alleys is not well maintained. Public

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Works Director stated the City does not maintain
alleys the same as streets. Individuals can
report bad alleys.

City Supervisor Sherman presented a staff report
on solid waste and recycling. He explained the
current program and stated that in 2008 the
mixed-paper recycling market vanished. It has now
been reinstated. He discussed commingling versus
source-separated recycling. He also discussed
WSU's recycling program and stated that some stores
have programs to reuse cloth bags. He stated that
the League of Women Voters has been a leader in
this area. Mayor Johnson stated that we might be
able to use smaller garbage cans if we recycled
more.

Councilmember Paul stated that citizens must
separate their recycling. He stated that Pullman
Disposal does not have the manpower to separate
recycling. WSU is not allowed to take recycling
from off campus but students could use WSU's
recycling. Senator Horton stated that some
apartment complexes do not have recycling bins.

Devon Felsted, Pullman Disposal, stated that they
started apartment recycling in the 1990s. The
bins have disappeared but they will provide new
containers when notified. He stated they also ask
people if they need containers when they sign up
for service.

Senator Myklebust asked if beer cans can be
recycled. Mr Felsted stated they can be recycled.
A senator stated that he has not seen recycling
bins at Campus Commons North. Mr. Felsted stated
there is a centralized location at this complex.
Devon Felsted, - Councilmember Waldrop,
Councilmember Heath, Councilmember Weller, and
City Supervisor Sherman discussed source
recycling, mixed-paper recycling, the costs of
recycling, not having a 1local market for
commingling recyclables, recycling of glass, and
contamination. Councilmember Paul stated that
using someone else's dumpster is illegal.

Police Chief Weatherly presented the staff report.
He discussed abuse of alcohol and stated that the
Hospital is seeing higher levels of blood alcohol
in subjects being brought in for detox. He stated
that Pullman had passed open container and fighting
ordinances to try to contain the problem. He
stated that alcohol abuse is a community problem.
He discussed energy drinks mixed with alcohol.

Mayor Johnson stated this is where assaults come
from. He stated we want to keep everyone safe.
Senator Myklebust stated that the bars are working
with the police more than they had been. Chief
Weatherly stated that Stubblefields works with the
police. Mayor Johnson, Senator Spalding, and Chief
Weatherly discussed putting up cameras, drinking
activities of individuals over 21, education for
fraternities and sororities, energy drinks, and
binge drinking. Councilmember Weller stated that
energy drinks can also affect the heart.

City Supervisor Sherman stated that President
Floyd is committed to College Hill. Councilmember
Waldrop stated that in 2006 ASWSU had a ‘housing
guide” which was very good.

Senator Myklebust asked why Pullman did not adopt
regulations for taxis. Councilmember Benjamin
explained the process the Council went through and
why they decided not to pass regulations for taxis.
He stated the Council did not want to require taxis
to get multiple licenses. - Senator Myklebust
stated that we should protect citizens. Pullman
should do background checks on taxi drivers. City
Attorney McAloon presented some background on
licensing of taxi cabs. Police Chief Weatherly
stated that Moscow notified Pullman of two taxi
cab drivers who failed Moscow's background checks
but were driving taxi cabs in Pullman. Senator
Myklebust stated we need to do background checks
on drivers. Senator Spalding stated she is
concerned about these two taxi cab drivers. She
would like to know why they failed the background
checks. Councilmember Benjamin, City Attorney
McAloon, Senator Horton, Councilmember Heath,
Councilmember Waldrop, and Police Chief Weatherly
discussed background checks for taxi cab drivers,
taxi cab operators, itinerant vendor licenses, and
the taxi ordinance that Council did not adopt.

Stormwater Services Program Manager Buchert
presented the staff report going through the
history of stormwater. He stated that car washes
will be allowed as long as an effort is made to
reduce the amount of polluted runoff that leaves
the property. He discussed charity carwashes and
residential car washing. He talked about grant
applications that he has applied for to help with
the cost of the program. Mayor Johnson discussed
the education campaign. City Attorney McAloon
stated that the City of Pullman has an ordinance
prohibiting parking in front yards and that an
ordinance will be coming after the first of the

year amending that ordinance to allow washing cars.

Senator Myklebust introduced ASWSU Vice-President
Jay Hendrickson who discussed ASWSU projects such
as the Liasion Program, the ASWSU website, and
Cougar Quarterly. He stated that there will be
a blog by the end of the semester and he discussed
ASWSU’'s involvement in redoing the playfields.
He stated they are willing to work with the City
of Pullman. He thanked the City Council for this
meeting and stated they are pushing safety this
year. He discussed the Safe Walk, which is a
service to walk students to their residences. He
also thanked Chief Weatherly and Mayor Johnson for
their help with the “Running of the Cougars”.

Councilmember Weller asked if ASWSU's website has
a link to the City of Pullman’s website. Senator
Spalding stated they refer individuals to the City
of Pullman’s website.

Mayor Johnson thanked ASWSU for this meeting.

Mayor Johnson announced that the Council would
recess for approximately four minutes. He
adjourned the meeting at 9:44 p.m.

Mayor Johnson reconvened the meeting at 9:52 p.m.
