ACTION REQUESTED

By motion adopt the proposed resolution urging the Governor and the Washington State Legislature to protect
higher education funding, limit tuition increases, and protect educational grant and loan programs.

BACKGROUND

At the joint meeting with ASWSU on Wednesday, February 10, 2010, one of the agenda items of discussion
related concerns regarding state funding for WSU and tuition rate increases. At the joint meeting we discussed
the relevant information on higher education funding and tuition increases that we had presented on December 8
at the town hall meeting with our 9" District State Legislators, our 2010 Legislative Priorities, and a letter we
had sent to the Governor in 2009. At the conclusion of the presentation, an ASWSU senator raised the issue as
to what additional efforts we might undertake. The Mayor and I discussed the issue after the meeting and
concurred that an appropriate next step would be to ask the City Council to pass a resolution to send to the
(overnor and Legislature urging the protection of higher education funding, limiting tuition increases, and
protecting educational grant and loan programs. After you modify the proposed resolution as you deem
appropriate and pass it, we will forward copies of it not only to the Governor and Legislature but also to WSU,
ASWSU and to other cities with higher education facilities urging them to pass similar resolutions.

RESOLUTION NO. R- 15 ~-10

A RESOLUTION URGING THE GOVERNOR AND THE WASHINGTON STATE
LEGISLATURE TO PROTECT HIGHER EDUCATION FUNDING, LIMIT TUITION
INCREASES, AND PROTECT EDUCATIONAL GRANT AND LOAN PROGRAMS.

WHEREAS, the state of Washington is currently experiencing
tremendous budgetary challenges based upon an initial $9 billion
shortfall that has now grown by $2.6 billion to a projected
$11.6 billion shortfall for the current biennium; and,

WHEREAS, we recognize that there are only limited portions
of the state budget that can still be cut in addressing this
huge shortfall; and,

WHEREAS, under these dire circumstances higher education
funding is particularly vulnerable; and,

WHEREAS, during an eight-year period that saw general state
gspending increase by nearly 38 percent, the state’s investment
in higher education dropped by more than seven percent; and,

WHEREAS, not including tuition and fees, the state now
provides less than a quarter of Washington State University'’s
operating budget revenues; and,

WHEREAS, due to the current cuts, WSU has already lost $54
million in state funding and 359 positions this biennium; and,

WHEREAS, investments in higher education have Dbeen
documented to lower crime rates, increase individual income,
provide upward career mobility, and greater job and financial
security; and,

WHEREAS, one of the best investments for moving out of the
recession and into the recovery is to provide increased funding
for higher education because of this investment’s payoff in
employee skill improvement and job creation through technology
transfer; and,

WHEREAS, in all probability every city and county within
the state has individuals who would benefit from having improved
access to higher education; and,

WHEREAS, this important access to higher education is
diminished when the cost of tuition exceeds the ability of
individuals to make this important investment in their future;
and,

WHEREAS, the 14 percent increase in this year’s tuition
raised the cost to $7,600 per year at WSU; and,

WHEREAS, federal and state funding for those needing grants

and loans in support of their education are also now greatly at



risk due to the budget crisis at the federal and state levels;
and,

WHEREAS, we are at risk of losing a generation of students
due to higher tuition costs and reduced student access; now,
therefore,

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of
Pullman that the Governor and Legislature should make the
funding of higher education a high priority, limit the size of
tuition increases, and support the continued availability of
federal and state student grants and loans.

ASWSU and the city council call for proper alcohol education and discuss state budget cuts.

Assaults in Pullman are going down, but the level of violence is going up, Pullman Police Chief Ted
Weatherly said Wednesday.

Weatherly spoke at the second biannual joint ASWSU and Pullman City Council meeting in the CUB
Junior Ballroom. Drunken fights and budget cuts were the central topics.

ALCOHOL & ASSAULTS

Pullman Mayor Glenn Johnson said assaults have become more violent partly because of people mixing
alcohol and energy drinks.

“In the past, people that had enough alcohol would get sleepy and eventually go back to their homes and
dorms, and now they’re just wired at two o’clock,” he said. “That’s why we’ve had so many assaults. This is
really serious.”

In response to concerns, ASWSU will put on an alcohol awareness campaign in addition to the recently
approved Good Samaritan policy, ASWSU Vice President Jay Hendrickson said.

“The goal of the Good Samaritan policy was to inform students that making a call to any medical service
or any police service to take care of an alcohol or drug-related incident will not be reprimanded by the
university," he said.

Pullman Fire Chief Pat Wilkins said Pullman Regional Hospital has seen 19 alcohol-related incidents last
month alone. The highest blood alcohol content recorded was .475 in a female student and .399 in a male student
— both rates are considered fatal.

Wilkins also read a report that an intoxicated female student kicked a nurse in the face last weekend. He
said WSU students need an educational program to learn to drink responsibly and respect emergency service
personnel.

BUDGET CUTS
Council members also relayed their concerns about the state deficit and the deep cuts to higher education.

Throughout the last eight years, state spending has increased by 38 percent, Pullman City Supervisor John
Sherman said. Meanwhile, the state’s investment in higher education has dropped by more than 7 percent.

“Without this financial support, we could lose a whole generation," he said.
Johnson said the governor is doing a good job working with a tight budget.
The WSU community needs to make sure legislators do not forget about them, he said.

Council members said the upcoming census is a way for WSU to get more funding. Students should list
their Pullman address as their permanent address so they are counted as college students.

A higher population count helps the city get more funding for public safety and transportation
improvements, said Pete Dickinson, city planning director.

ACTION REQUESTED:

Authorize an Engineering Services Agreement with Taylor Engineering, Inc. for the Bishop Boulevard Widening Study.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Pullman previously engaged in a transportation planning process for Bishop Boulevard through which
specific studies were made, data collected, and general improvements proposed for the short term and for the ultimate
build-out of the corridor. To accommodate vehicular traffic, the most important function of Bishop Boulevard, the
planning document identified the need for a five-lane roadway section at ultimate build-out. However, being a planning
level document, it did not include details of just how the five-lane section would be located in the right of way and the
scope of difficulties that would need to be overcome. To address Bishop Boulevard at this level of detail, an engineering
services agreement has been negotiated with Taylor Engineering to develop a right of way/topography overlay map,
establish a best-fit superimposition of a five-lane roadway section, and to identify and quantify impacts and
complications related to construction of that roadway section. It is envisioned that the plan developed from this effort
will be the blueprint for funding, designing, and constructing a five-lane roadway section for Bishop Boulevard on an
incremental basis. The scope of work is attached as Exhibit A to the proposed engineering services agreement. The
budget for this work, which is accounted for in the 2010 Arterial Street budget, is $18,960.00.

RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt the attached resolution authorizing an Engineering Services Agreement with Taylor Engineering, Inc. for the
Bishop Boulevard Widening Study.

ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into on this day of , 20 R
by and between the CITY OF PULLMAN, WASHINGTON, whose address is 325 SE Paradise Street,
Pullman, WA 99163, hereinafter called the "CITY," and the consulting firm of Taylor Engineering, Inc.,
whose address is 245 East Main Street, Pullman, WA 99163, the location at which work will be available
for inspection, hereinafter called the "CONSULTANT." The contact person for the CITY shall be Mark
D. Workman, P.E. The contact person for the CONSULTANT shall be Ronald G. Pace, P.E.

WHEREAS, the CITY desires to perform preliminary design of a five-lane roadway section for
Bishop Boulevard; and

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT has represented and by entering into this Agreement now
represents, that CONSULTANT is in full compliance with the statutes of the State of Washington for
registration of professional engineers and that all personnel to be assigned to the work required under this
Agreement are fully qualified to perform the work to which they will be assigned in a competent and

professional manner; and

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT desires to do the work set forth in the Agreement upon the terms
and conditions set forth below,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions, covenants and performances
contained herein below, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION I: OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF WORK

The objectives of this project are to provide right of way research and aerial map manipulation to
develop a right of way/topography overlay map of Bishop Boulevard from Main Street to Grand
Avenue, to establish a best-fit superimposition of a five-lane roadway section, and to identify and
quantify impacts and complications related to construction of said roadway section for the Bishop
Boulevard Widening Study. The scope of services to be performed by the CONSULTANT is as indicated

in the attached Exhibit A.

During the project execution, the CONSULTANT shall provide supporting information as may be
pertinent and necessary, or as may be requested by the CITY, in order for the CITY to pass critical
Judgment on the design features of the work. The CONSULTANT shall make such minor changes,
amendments, or revisions in the details of the work as may be required by the CITY provided that they are
within the scope of work and are requested prior to final review by the CITY. This item does not
constitute an “Extra Work” item as related in Section VIII of this Agreement. When alternates are being
considered, the CITY shall have the right of selection.

The adequacy of the plans and technical memorandum shall be verified by a senior review by the
CONSULTANT. The CONSULTANT will be held responsible for the accuracy of the work, consistent
with Section XV of this Agreement.

SECTION II: ITEMS TO BE FURNISHED TO THE CONSULTANT BY THE CITY

The CITY will furnish the CONSULTANT maps, drawings, and reports on file which relate to the project,
including:

> Right of way plans, subdivision plats, project plans, and any other related surveying

documents available

SECTION III: DOCUMENTS TO BE FURNISHED BY THE CONSULTANT

The following documents, exhibits or other presentations for the work covered by this Agreement shall be
furnished by the CONSULTANT to the CITY upon completion of the work specified in Section I. All
such material shall become and remain the property of the CITY and may be used by it without restriction
other than as described in Section XXII, Reuse of Project Documents.

> Four stamped original copies of the final technical memorandum including the widening
plan in role style format and plan sheet format
| Electronic AutoCAD copy of the widening plan

SECTION 1V: TIME OF BEGINNING AND COMPLETION

The CONSULTANT shall not begin work under the terms of this Agreement until authorized in writing by
the CITY. All work authorized by this Agreement shall be completed within 120 calendar days after
receipt of authorization to proceed.

The established completion time shall not be extended because of any unwarranted delays attributable to
the CONSULTANT, but may be extended by the CITY in the event of a delay attributable to an act of
God, governmental action, or other condition beyond the control of the CONSULTANT.

SECTION V: PAYMENT

The CONSULTANT shall be paid by the CITY for completed work or services rendered under this
Agreement as provided for hereinafter. Such payment shall be full compensation for work performed or
services rendered and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to complete
the work.

I. Payment for all consulting services for this project shall be on a cost-reimbursable basis at the
rates noted in Exhibit A.

The maximum amount payable by the CITY to the CONSULTANT under this Agreement
shall not exceed $18,960.00 unless a supplemental agreement has been negotiated and executed
in writing.

Partial payments may be made upon request of the CONSULTANT to cover the percentage of
work completed, but are not to be more frequent than one (1) per month. Each payment

request shall be accompanied by a spreadsheet showing a list of all tasks, their original budget
amount, cost incurred through the invoice date, estimated remaining costs, and estimated total
costs through completion. A short narrative or remark column shall be included. Any
problems and potential causes for delay shall be noted. Failure to note any reasons for delay
shall constitute a waiver of claims for delay to the date of the payment request. Payments to the
consultant will be made within 30 days of receipt of the payment request.

3. Final payment of any balance due the CONSULTANT of the ultimate gross amount earmned
will be made promptly upon ascertainment and verification by the CITY of the satisfactory
completion of the work under this Agreement and its acceptance by the CITY and the receipt
of documents which are to be furnished under this Agreement.

4. Each payment by the CITY shall constitute full payment for labor, materials, supplies,
equipment and incidentals to the date of CONSULTANT’S partial payment request.
CONSULTANT’S acceptance of payment constitutes a waiver of any claims for payment not
included in the partial payment request.

5. Payment for extra work performed under this Agreement shall be paid as agreed to by the
parties hereto in writing at the time extra work is authorized.

SECTION VI: EMPLOYMENT

The CONSULTANT warrants that CONSULTANT has not employed or retained any company or person,
other than a bona fide employee working solely for the CONSULTANT, to solicit or secure this contract
and that he has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working
solely for the CONSULTANT, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gifts or any other
consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this contract. For breach or
violation of this warranty, CITY shall have the right to annul this Agreement without liability or in its
discretion to deduct from the agreement price or consideration or otherwise recover the full amount of
such fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

Any and all employees of the CONSULTANT, while engaged in the performance of any work or services
required by the CONSULTANT under this Agreement, shall be considered employees of the
CONSULTANT only and not of the CITY and any and all claims that may or might arise under the
Workman's Compensation Act on behalf of said employees, while so engaged on any of the work or
services provided to be rendered herein, shall be the sole obligation and responsibility of the

CONSULTANT.

The CONSULTANT shall not engage, on a full or part time basis, or other basis, during the period of the
contract, any professional or technical personnel who are, or have been, at any time during the period of
the contract, in the employ of the CITY, except regularly retired employees, without written consent of the

CITY.

SECTION VII: NONDISCRIMINATION

The CONSULTANT agrees not to discriminate against any client, employee, or applicant for employment
or for services because of race, creed, color, national origin, marital status, sex, age, handicap, or sexual
orientation except for a bona fide occupational qualification with regard to, but not limited to the

following: employment upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or any recruitment advertising, a
layoff or terminations, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, selection for training, rendition of
services. The CONSULTANT understands and agrees that if it violates this provision, this Agreement
may be terminated by the CITY and further that the CONSULTANT shall be barred from performing any
services for the CITY now or in the future unless a showing is made satisfactory to the CITY that
discriminatory practices have terminated and that recurrence of such action is unlikely.

SECTION VIII: CHANGES IN WORK

The CONSULTANT shall make such revisions in the work included in this Agreement as are necessary to
correct errors or omissions appearing therein, when required to do so by the CITY, without additional

compensation.

Should the CITY find it desirable for its own purposes to have previously satisfactorily completed work or
parts thereof revised, other than minor revisions within the scope of the work, the CONSULTANT shall
make such revisions, if requested and as directed by the CITY in writing. This work shall be considered as
Extra Work and will be paid for as provided in Section V. All extra work shall be submitted as a
supplement to the basic agreement and approved by the CITY contact person in writing before the work is
undertaken. Said supplement may also extend the time for completion as agreed upon by the CITY and the

CONSULTANT.

SECTION IX: TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

1. The CITY reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any time upon not less than ten
(10) days written notice to the CONSULTANT.

2. In the event this Agreement is terminated under any of its terms prior to completion of the
work, a final payment shall be made to the CONSULTANT commensurate with the amount of
work completed to the date of termination. The CITY is authorized to offset or deduct from
any sums due the CONSULTANT any actual charges incurred by the CITY for the default of
the CONSULTANT.

3. In the event this Agreement is terminated prior to completion of the work, the original copies
of all plans, prints, drawings and field notes prepared by the CONSULTANT prior to
termination shall become the property of the CITY.

4. Payment for any part of the work by the CITY shall not constitute a waiver by the CITY of any
remedies of any type it may have against the CONSULTANT for any breach of this
Agreement by the CONSULTANT, or for failure of the CONSULTANT to perform work
required of it by the CITY. Forbearance of any rights under the Agreement will not constitute
waiver of the entitlement to exercise those rights with respect to any future act or omission by
the CONSULTANT.

SECTION X: DISPUTES

Any dispute concerning questions of facts in connection with work not disposed of by agreement between
the CONSULTANT and the CITY shall be referred for determination to the Director of Public Works,

whose decision in the matter shall be final and binding on the parties of this Agreement, provided,
however, that if an action is brought challenging the Director of Public Works’ decision, that decision shall

be subject to de novo judicial review.

SECTION XI: INDEMNITY

CONSULTANT agrees to indemnify CITY from any claims, damages, losses, and costs, including, but
not limited to, attorney’s fees and litigation costs, arising out of claims by third parties for property
damage or bodily injury, including death, to the proportionate extent caused by the negligence or willful
misconduct of CONSULTANT, CONSULTANT’s employees, affiliated corporations, and subconsultants
in connection with the PROJECT.

CITY agrees to indemnify CONSULTANT from any claims, damages, losses, and costs, including, but
not limited to, attorney’s fees and litigation costs, arising out of claims by third parties for property
damage or bodily injury, including death, to the proportionate extent caused by the negligence or willful
misconduct of CITY or its employees in connection with the PROJ ECT.

SECTION XII: SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING OF CONTRACTS

The CONSULTANT shall not sublet or assign any of the work covered by this Agreement without the
written consent of the CITY. The CITY expects that the CONSULTANT will make reasonable attempts
to keep Ron Pace as the Principal and Tom Stirling as the Project Engineer for the duration of the project.

SECTION XIII: ENDORSEMENT OF PLANS

The CONSULTANT shall place CONSULTANT’S endorsement on all reports, plans, estimates or any
other engineering data furnished by CONSULTANT.

SECTION XIV: INTEREST

If payment of the amounts due, or any portion thereof, is not made as prescribed above, interest on the
unpaid balance thereof will occur at the rate of one-half percent (1/2%) per month and become due and
payable at the time said overdue payments are made, unless delay in payment is due to improper,
contested, or inadequate billing procedures followed by the CONSULTANT. In the event of disputed or
contested billing, only that portion so contested shall be withheld, and the undisputed portion shall be
paid in accordance with the payment provision outlined herein. The CITY shall exercise reasonableness
in contesting any bill or portion thereof. Where usury limits are less than the stated interest rate above,
the maximum lawful interest rate shall apply to the unpaid balance.

SECTION XV: STANDARD OF CARE

The standard of care applicable to the CONSULTANT'S services will be the degree of skill and
diligence normally employed by professional engineers or consultants performing the same or similar
services. The CONSULTANT will re-perform any services not meeting this standard without additional

compensation.

Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG
00 Ol and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, independent

contractors and personal injury and advertising injury. The CITY shall be named as an
insured under the Contractor’s Commercial General Liability insurance policy with
respect to the work performed for the CITY.

C. Worker’s Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the
State of Washington.

D. Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Engineering profession.

2. Minimum Amounts of Insurance
CONSULTANT shall maintain the following insurance limits;

A. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily
injury and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident.

B. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than
$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate,

C. Professional Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than $1,000,000 per
claim and $1,000,000 policy aggregate limit.

3. Other Insurance Provisions

The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions for
Automobile Liability, Professional Liability and Commercial General Liability insurance:

A. The CONSULTANT'’S insurance coverage shall be primary insurance with respect to
the CITY. Any insurance, self-insurance, or insurance pool coverage maintained by the
CITY shall be in excess of the CONSULTANT’S insurance and shall not contribute
with it.

B. The CONSULTANT’S insurance shall be endorsed to state that coverage shall not be
cancelled, except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by certified mail, return
receipt requested, has been given to the CITY.

4. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII.

5. Verification of Coverage

CONSULTANT shall furnish the City with original certificates and a copy of the amendatory
endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured endorsement,
evidencing the insurance requirements of the CONSULTANT before commencement of the

work.
SECTION XX: OWNER-FURNISHED DATA

CONSULTANT will reasonably rely upon the timeliness, accuracy, and completeness of the
information provided by the CITY.



SECTION XXI: LITIGATION ASSISTANCE

The scope of services does not include costs of the CONSULTANT for required or requested assistance
to support, prepare, document, bring, defend, or assist in litigation undertaken or defended by the CITY.
All such services required or requested of the CONSULTANT by the CITY, except for suits or claims
between the parties to this Agreement, will be reimbursed as mutually agreed, unless and until there is a
finding by a court or arbitrator that the CONSULTANT'S negligence caused the CITY'S damage.

SECTION XXII: REUSE OF PROJECT DOCUMENTS

All designs, drawings, specifications, documents, and other work products of the CONSULTANT are
instruments of service for this project, whether the project is completed or not. Reuse by the CITY or by
others acting through or on behalf of the CITY of any such instruments of service based on facts or
circumstances not contemplated in the original work, without the written permission of the
CONSULTANT, will be at the CITY'S sole risk. The CITY agrees to indemnify and defend the
CONSULTANT from all claims, damages, losses, and expenses, including, but not limited to, direct,
indirect, or consequential damages and attorney's fees, arising out of or related to such unauthorized

reuse.

SECTION XXIII: FORCE MAJEURE

The CONSULTANT is not responsible for damages or delay in performance caused by acts of God,
strikes, lockouts, accidents, or other events beyond the control of the CONSULTANT. '

SECTION XXIV: SUSPENSION, DELAY, OR INTERRUPTION OF WORK
The CITY may suspend, delay, or interrupt the services of the CONSULTANT for the convenience of
the CITY. In the event of force majeure or such suspension, delay, or interruption, an equitable

adjustment in the project's schedule, commitment and cost of the CONSULTANT'S personnel and
subconsultants, and the CONSULTANT'S compensation may be made if warranted.

SECTION XXV: NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

This Agreement gives no rights or benefits to anyone other than the CITY and the CONSULTANT and
has no third-party beneficiaries.

SECTION XXVI: JURISDICTION, VENUE AND APPLICABLE LAW

The law of the state of Washington shall govern the validity of this Agreement, its interpretation and

performance, and any other claims related to it. The CONSULTANT consents to personal jurisdiction
and venue shall be in the courts of Whitman County, Washington.



SECTION XXVII: COMPLETE AGREEMENT

This document and referenced attachments contain all covenants, stipulations and provisions agreed
upon by the parties. No agent, or representative of either party has authority to make, and the parties
shall not be bound by or be liable for, any statement, representation, promise or agreement not set forth
herein. No changes, amendments, or modifications of the terms hereof shall be valid unless reduced to
writing and signed by the parties as an amendment to this Agreement.

SECTION XXVIII: SEVERABILITY AND SURVIVAL

If any of the provisions contained in this Agreement are held for any reason to be invalid, illegal, or
unenforceable, the enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired thereby. Limitations
of liability, indemnities, and other express representations shall survive termination of this Agreement
for any cause.

Project Overview

This project scope addresses the preparation of a Bishop Boulevard Widening Study for the City
of Pullman. The study area consists of existing Bishop Boulevard from its intersection with South
Grand Avenue (S.R. 27) eastward and northward to its intersection with Main Street (S.R. 270).
The project limits exclude the study of the existing geometry on the South Grand Avenue and
Main Street legs of the two end intersections.

The study will investigate the following existing conditions along the roadway:

1) Develop a background plan view base map from existing, available maps

2) Research the existing right of way widths along the Bishop Boulevard

3) Field survey key cross sections at existing pinch points, existing centerline monuments
and survey of three key intersections.

4) Calculate the existing centerline and right of way

5) Incorporate the approved Wal-Mart roadway improvements into the study

Incorporating the existing condition information, we will develop a “best fit” plan view of a five
lane roadway section from South Grand Avenue to Main Street. The elements and impacts of the
proposed five lane section will be depicted on a roll stock plan view and summarized in a concise
technical memorandum to the City. The following primary tasks are required for this study.

General Tasks

> Develop a Background Plan View Map — Develop a plan view background of existing
Bishop Boulevard from available maps including City of Pullman aerial maps, existing record
drawings and known design drawings. An electronic background map will be compiled from
these sources and will include digitizing and interpolation, where needed. This map will be
utilized in the development of the final Bishop Boulevard Widening Plan.

Research Existing Right of Way — Perform research on the Department of Natural
Resources data base for Record of Surveys and Plat Maps along both sides of Bishop
Boulevard. Perform research with City of Pullman staff to gather all available City survey
maps and right of way plans along the roadway. Compile known right of way widths along
both sides of Bishop Boulevard.

This task does not include title company deed research which may be needed if the above
described research tasks are inconclusive in the determination of right of way widths.

» Field Survey Key Cross Sections, Existing Right of Way Monuments and Survey of
Three Intersections — Perform cross section survey of key pinch point locations. This task
will emphasize locations where it is anticipated that existing features such as utilities,



structures and obstructions will impact the proposed widening of Bishop Boulevard. This task
assumes 8-10 full width cross sections along the project limits.

Survey all known centerline monuments along Bishop Boulevard for use in calculating the
existing right of way. Any existing and readily marked property pins will be field surveyed as
an aid in setting the right of widths.

Perform topographic survey of the Fairmount Intersection, Footloose Intersection and
Klemgard Intersection for the purposes of widening the deficient curb radii geometry as
recommended in the Bishop Boulevard Channelization Report prepared by Garry Struthers
and Associates, dated February, 2008.

> Calculate Centerline and Existing Right of Way — Utilizing the office research and field
measurements performed in the above tasks, calculate the existing centerline and right of way
widths along both sides of Bishop Boulevard. This information will form the basis of the
development of the Bishop Boulevard Widening Plan.

> Develop Three Typical Cross Sections — Using the established right of way and known
existing conditions, begin the process of developing a Widening Plan by creating three full
build out typical cross sections for review by the City. Meet with the City to discuss the
merits of each and select a typical section for use in the Bishop Boulevard Widening Plan.

> Develop a Bishop Boulevard Widening Plan — Prepare a Widening Plan of Bishop
Boulevard from South Grand Avenue to Main Street in a roll style format and plan sheet
format. The plan will be drafted at a suitable scale and will depict, right of way widths,
centerline, proposed curb and sidewalks, channelization striping, left turn pockets, right turn
lanes, cross walks, traffic signal locations and signage.

> Submit, Review and Finalize the Widening Plan — Submit the Widening Plan to the City
for review and meet to discuss revisions and comments. Incorporate the revisions and
comments and finalize the plan.

» Technical Memorandum — Summarize the findings, assumptions and design parameters /
standards from the process into a technical memorandum to the City. The memorandum will
include the final roll style Widening Plan in the Appendix.

On February 10, 2010, the Washington State Economic and Revenue Forecast Council
released its quarterly Economic and Revenue Update. We provided our last detailed presentation
on current economic conditions and the city of Pullman’s financial status at the City Council
meeting on January 19, 2010. Since it has been such a short time since we provided our own
detailed report, I will simply highlight some key issues from the recently released state report. A
copy of the full state report is attached for your review.

The state projected overall budget shortfall (revenues and expenditures) grew from $2.6
billion at the time of the November revenue forecast to $2.8 billion with the February 10 report.
The state lost $154 million through the Dot Foods court case, which cost the state revenue from
certain out-of-state companies operating in Washington. Governor Chris Gregoire has proposed
a legislative fix to this loophole, which would recover a portion of the lost revenue. In total, the
state of Washington quarterly revenue projection was down $118 million. Thus if it had not
been for the Dot Foods court case, state revenues would actually have been up slightly.

Although the state budget shortfall grew from the November 2009 report to the February
2010 report, there were many positive signs within the state economy. The following are a few
quotes from the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM) news release:

Absent that decision (Dot Foods court), a positive forecast would have occurred.

Dr. Arun Raha, the state’s chief revenue forecaster, said, “The economy is
performing as expected. Economic output has been positive for the last two
quarters of 2009, indicating that a recovery is under way. However, employment
is lagging and the revenue recovery is still constrained by weakness in the
construction sector and cautious consumers.”



“Although our economy appears to have stabilized, we must continue to focus on
job creation,” Gregoire said. “We can and must encourage employers to start
hiring and capitalize on new opportunities. I urge the Legislature to adopt my
plan to accelerate our recovery and give businesses the confidence they need to
create jobs.”

Revenue for the current budget period, 2009-11, is projected to decrease $118
million, resulting in total projected General Fund revenue for the biennium of
$28.7 billion. The Revenue Forecast Council also issued its first forecast for the
2011-13 biennium, which is $32.2 billion.

“It is positive that we see less volatility in this forecast,” said Victor Moore,
director of the state Office of Financial Management. “This stability makes it
easier to make decisions about the future. But that still doesn’t help us much with
our current shortfall, which now stands at $2.8 billion. We continue to have
conversations with the Legislature to finalize a solution that includes both
program cuts and some new revenue.”

To summarize some of the key points from the above quotes: the economy is stabilizing,
economic output has been positive the last two quarters, and state revenues are now projected to
increase from $28.7 billion in this biennium (2009-2011) to $32.2 billion in the next biennium

(2011-13).

I would also like to highlight just a few quotes from the attached copy of the
Economic & Revenue Update” from the Washington State Economic and Revenue Forecast

Council.

NATIONAL ECONOMY

With respect to the national economy, a few of the important statements contained
within the February 10, 2010, State Economic & Revenue Update are:

Final sales of domestic product, which excludes inventories, increased from 1.5%
to 2.2% implying a modest increase in demand growth. Investment in equipment
and software by businesses grew by 13.3% (SAAR) accounting for 0.8 percentage
points of fourth quarter growth.

Overall nominal retail sales in December were up 5.4% from a year ago.
Excluding motor vehicles and parts it was up 5.2%, indicating a stronger holiday
sales season than expected, and showing some evidence of pent-up demand.

Consumer confidence appears to be slowly improving, after treading water for
several months. Further improvements in confidence depend on how fast the

unemployment rate recedes.

We expect the housing recovery will be bumpy and slow.



The economy appears to be on the brink of finally adding jobs again after losing
over 8 million of them during this recession.

STATE OF WASHINGTON ECONOMY

With respect to the State of Washington economy, a few important statements contained
within the February 10, 2010, Economic & Revenue Update are:

The recent data for Washington also indicate an improving economy though the
labor market still lags. Job losses are slowing and we should begin to see
employment growth in the first quarter of 2010. Washington job growth will be
supported by strong export growth and stability at Boeing and Microsoft.

There are no more major layoffs planned by Washington businesses in the near
future, according to the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification (WARN)
notices. Only 440 Washington employees are scheduled to be laid off in the first
quarter of this year. A year ago the number was 7,482.

New housing construction in the state continues to improve according to the
housing permit data. The number of housing units improved to a seasonally
adjusted annual rate (SAAR) of 18,000 in the fourth quarter of 2009 from 17,500
in the third quarter and just 13,900 in the second quarter.

OVERALL CONCLUSIONS

It is neither a time to panic because things are growing increasingly bleak nor a time to
celebrate because although the economic recovery is underway, it is certainly not a robust
recovery. Rather it is a time to remain vigilant and conservative in expenditures. Our biggest
concern locally remains that state government spending cuts for WSU could have a major
negative impact on our local economy. Our next scheduled city financial reports to you will be
the 2009 year-end report followed by the 2010 first quarterly report.

OLYMPIA - The February revenue forecast for Washington state government shows
projected General Fund revenue down $118 million for the remainder of this
biennium, which ends June 30, 2011.

Included in the forecast was the loss of $154 million through the Dot Foods court
case, which cost the state revenue from certain out-of-state companies operating in
Washington. Absent that decision, a positive forecast would have occurred. Gov. Chris
Gregoire has proposed a legislative fix to this loophole, which would recover a portion
of the lost revenue.

Dr. Arun Raha, the state’s chief revenue forecaster, said, “The economy is performing
as expected. Economic output has been positive for the last two quarters of 2009,
indicating that a recovery is under way.
