in Council Chambers, City Hall, Pullman,
Washington with the following present:

Mayor Johnson called the regular meeting to order
at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Johnson made five announcements. Public
Works Director Workman made one announcement
describing the accelerated street maintenance
plans for 2009.

Approval of Recommendations of Consent Agenda

Mayor Johnson reviewed the items on the Consent
Agenda with the Council and audience. He stated
that items 1listed on the Consent Agenda are
considered to be routine in nature and will be
enacted by a single motion of the Council without
separate discussion. If separate discussion is
desired, that item may be removed from the
Consent Agenda and placed on the Regular Agenda
by Council request. Councilmember Wright
moved, Councilmember Weller seconded to read the
items on the Consent Agenda by title only.

City Attorney McAloon read the items on the
Consent Agenda by title only. Mayor Johnson
asked if there were any requests for removal of
items from the Consent Agenda from either the
Council or audience. There were none.

The Council dispensed with the reading of the
minutes of the regular meeting of May 5, 2009,
and approved them as submitted.

Mayor Johnson announced that an ordinance has
been prepared relating to parking. City Attorney
McAloon presented the statf report.
Councilmember Benjamin asked if the specific
reference to the Daily Newg as the City’s
official newspaper in Section 2 of the ordinance
would cause the need to change ordinances in the
future if the official newspaper of the City
changes. City Attorney McAloon responded.
Councilmember Benjamin asked when the Code would
be changed to allow the City entity to initiate
restricted residential parking areas. City
Supervisor Sherman responded.

Ordinance No. 09-14 by title only reads as
follows:

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO TITLE 12 TRAFFIC,
CHAPTER 12.50 RESTRICTED RESIDENTIAL PARKING
AREAS; AMENDING PULLMAN CITY CODE 12.50.040 AND
PULLMAN CITY ORDINANCE NO. 96-13 §4 (1996) AND
OTHER MATTERS PROPERLY RELATED THERETO.

Councilmember Paul moved, Councilmember Benjamin
seconded to adopt Ordinance No. 09-14. The
motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Johnson announced that an ordinance has
been prepared amending the 2009 budget. Finance
Director Woo presented the staff report.
Councilmember Benjamin asked for clarification on
the sharing of the administrative clerk position.
Finance Director Woo responded. Councilmember
Benjamin expressed concern with shifting budget
appropriations from the savings of one department
to the operations of another. Finance Director
Woo and City Supervisor Sherman responded.
Councilmember Wright noted the budget savings and
efficiencies gained by using a permanent position

in the Fire Department versus a temporary
position. Finance Director Woo responded.

Mayor Johnson opened the item for public comment.
City Supervisor Sherman made clarifying comments
on the net savings by shifting the permanent
employee to the Fire Department.

Ordinance No. 09-15 by title only reads as
follows:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 08-23 ADOPTED
DECEMBER 9, 2008, AND ENTITLED "“AN ORDINANCE
ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF PULLMAN FOR THE
YEAR 2009”.

Councilmember Bloom moved, Councilmember Heath
seconded to adopt Ordinance No. 09-15. The
motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Johnson introduced the discussion item.
City Supervisor Sherman presented the staff
report that included background information and
the history of recycling in Pullman.

Devon Felsted, President of Pullman Disposal
Service, presented a report that included a
description of the current recycling program and
a description of co-mingled recycling options and
the associated costs. Councilmember Heath asked
what companies who buy mixed paper are doing with
it since there is no market for it. Devon
Felsted responded. Councilmember Bloom asked if
mixed paper is considered trash, is the total
cost of garbage $99.00 per ton, and what is the
cost of co-mingled recycling per ton. Devon
Felsted responded to all the questions.
Councilmember Weller noted that Pullman citizens
are taking their mixed-waste paper to Moscow and
asked what the City of Moscow is paying to
process mixed-waste paper. Devon Felsted
responded. Councilmember Weller asked for other
examples of recycling that isn’t accepted with a
co-mingled recycling program. Devon Felsted and
Mayor Johnson responded. Councilmember Weller
noted that the apartment recycling bins often
overflow and asked if co-mingled recycling would
help alleviate that issue. Devon Felsted
responded. Councilmember Benjamin asked if
Pullman Disposal Service operates outside the
City limits of Pullman. Devon Felsted responded.
Councilmember Benjamin asked 1if the Pullman



Disposal customer base stays consistent
throughout the year and asked how many customers
Pullman Disposal services. Devon Felsted
responded. Councilmember Waldrop asked 1if the
fluctuating recycling market and decisions
whether to recycle or not have more to do with
transportation costs. Devon Felsted responded.
Councilmember Waldrop asked for comments
regarding success of the 2009 Spring Cleanup.
Devon Felsted and Jim Thompson, Pullman Disposal
Services, responded. Councilmember Bloom asked
what is done with glass recycling since there is
no market for it. Devon Felsted responded.

Chris Thomas, SP Recycling, described SP
Recycling’s process facilities, Thurston County’s
recycling efforts, and co-mingled recycling.
Councilmember Heath asked what SP Recycling is
doing with mixed-waste paper. Chris Thomas
responded. Councilmember Heath asked what
percentage of mixed-waste paper is being used for
producing newspaper. Chris Thomas responded.
Councilmember Weller noted the list of recycling
itemg that are not allowed under a co-mingled
recycling program and asked if cardboard that has
food remnants can be recycled such as a pizza
delivery box. Devon Felsted and Chris Thomas
responded. Councilmember Paul referred to a
December 2008 Popular Mechanic magazine article
that described the recycling processing
equipment. Chris Thomas responded.
Councilmember Bloom stated that it is not
necessary for the City of Pullman to build a
facility as long as it can transport recycling.
Chris Thomas responded.

Judi Dunn-Gray, Whitman County Recycling and
Waste Reduction Education Coordinator, reviewed
the Washington State waste related laws, transfer
station operations and statistics, Whitman County
recycling revenue and price statistics, a
comparison of single-stream versus dual-stream
recycling, the Washington Co-Mingled Recycling
Improvement Project, and Whitman County’s local
issues and challenges.

Councilmember Heath left at this point in the
meeting, 9:02 p.m.

Councilmember Waldrop asked for examples of how
citizens can be less wasteful. Judi Dunn-Gray
responded. Councilmember Benjamin asked if the
County had considered unattended consequences of
co-mingled recycling such as reduction of solid



waste revenues. Judi Dunn-Gray and Mark Storey,
Public Works Director of Whitman County,
responded. Councilmember Benjamin asked if
Whitman County prefers increased recycling in
spite of the potential revenue reductions on the
solid waste side. Mark Storey responded.
Councilmember Weller asked how organic waste is
handled by Whitman County. Judi Dunn-Gray and
Devon Felsted responded. Councilmember Benjamin
noted that there is no charge for yard waste at
the Whitman County Transfer Station. Devon
Felsted responded.

Rick Finch, WSU Facilities Operations Waste
Manager, described WSU’'s waste  management
program, WSU recycling, WSU co-mingling recycling
process, WSU costs and cost avoidance, and WSU
rate structures. Councilmember Waldrop asked Mr.
Finch to elaborate on WSU’s biological waste
program and how it might relate to the City’s
hospital and doctor’s offices. Rick Finch
responded.

Public Works Director Workman presented a staff
report that included a description of the City’s
recycling activities and recycling efforts of the
Wastewater Treatment Plant. City Supervisor
Sherman made comments relating to reducing,
reuse, and recycling. Geraldine de Rooy, Library
Services Manager, described the Neill Public
Library'’s efforts to eliminate the use of plastic
bags for patrons to transport books. Mayor
Johnson asked if there were any alternatives for
recycled books. Geraldine de Rooy responded.
Ccity Supervisor Sherman described the City’s
Green Team recommendation to find solutions for
mixed-waste paper recycling. Elizabeth Siler
described a recycling options survey that she
conducted that resulted in 84 percent of the
respondents being willing to pay for more
recycling efforts with the majority favoring co-
mingled recycling. Ms. Siler summarized the
comments that were received along with the
survey.

Brian Bodah, 2290 NE Westwood Drive, stated he
thought that any option besides co-mingled
recycling is not a viable option for the City
because multi-family accounts do not separate
recycling so it does not work. Mr. Bodah stated
that the simple programs work best. Mr. Bodah
commented on cost effectiveness and ethical
responsibilities.

ATTEST:

Don Orlich, 435 SE Crestview, complimented the
City on its snow removal and gravel cleanup
efforts and spoke in favor of expanding recycling
efforts. Mr. Orlich stated he has noticed a
garbage reduction because of his recycling
efforts and that he is willing to pay more to
expand recycling efforts.

Dorothy Swanson, 1055 NE Creston Lane, commented
on reducing, reuse, and recycling and challenged
every household in Pullman to use the smallest
garbage can service and encouraged the City to
expand its recycling efforts.

Eric Johnson, 705 NW Bryant, stated the City
needs to find ways to recycle mixed-waste paper
and expressed concern with single-stream
recycling Dbecause of the increased costs,
potential job losses, and potential negative
environmental impacts. Mr. Johnson urged the
City to further explore the environmental impacts
of recycling.

Don Orlich urged the City to think about a waste-
to-energy program in the long term. City
Supervisor Sherman thanked the League of Women
Voters for their long involvement with recycling
in Pullman and made closing comments on the
issue.

Mayor Johnson asked for updates from Whitman
County on the recycling issue. City Supervisor
Sherman noted that Whitman County will be making
major decisions in regard to recycling and solid
waste management in the near future.

There were no items of new business.

Councilmember Benjamin moved, Councilmember Bloom
seconded to adjourn the regular meeting of the
City Council.

Authorize the use of Pullman Downtown Riverwalk Bond Funds for a lighting project for the Pine Street Bridge.

BACKGROUND:

There is approximately $15,600.00 remaining in the Downtown Pullman Riverwalk Bond Fund. This is the fund that
paid for the bridges at Pine Street, Taco Time, and the Pufferbelly Depot as well as the path connecting these bridges
and the improvements to Pine Street Plaza. The Pullman Civic Trust would like to see some of this money used to
construct a lighting system that would light and accentuate the arch of the Pine Street Bridge. I have been working with
Pullman Heating & Electric and the Civic Trust on a design/build effort to put together a project that would
accomplish this goal. The concept is to place 7 lights on each side of the bridge at the arch posts, either up-lighting or
down-lighting the bridge, and possibly 5 lights at the center of the arch cross members down-lighting the bridge deck.
Two estimates have been prepared based on the color of the light selected; $9,182.40 for a standard LED light and
$11,633.78 for an LED light that has color modification capability. At this point, the proposal is to enter into an
agreement with Pullman Heating & Electric for the project, at which time they will temporarily attach various lights in
various configurations to the bridge to determine the final design and then complete the project.

RECOMMENDATION:

By motion, authorize up to $12,000.00 of Downtown Pullman Riverwalk Bond Funds for a project to light the Pine
Street Bridge.

The City Council authorize, by motion, the Mayor to sign a Memorandum of Understanding with the Washington
State Traffic Safety Commission for DRE overtime reimbursement.

BACKGROUND

One of our officers, Officer Lambley, is a trained Drug Recognition Expert (DRE). The Washington State Patrol
trained her, at no cost to the Department. Drug Recognition Experts can determine if probable cause exists to
determine if an impaired driver is driving under the influence of drugs. Because so few officers have this expertise
the Washington State Traffic Safety Commission is offering to pay for overtime incurred directly related to DRE call
outs when there is not another DRE on duty or available. This grant is effective from July 1, 2009 through June 30,
2011. Officer Lambley would be called out for Pullman incidents or an incident of other agencies in the County if
no other DRE was on duty. The cost of associated overtime would be reimbursed to the City.

RECOMMENDATION

The City Council authorize, by motion, the Mayor to sign a Memorandum of Understanding with the Washington
State Traffic Safety Commission for DRE overtime reimbursement.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

WASHINGTON TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMISSION

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between:

(Agency Name)

Hereinafter referred to as “CONTRACTOR” and the WASHINGTON TRAFFIC SAFETY
COMMISSION, hereinafter referred to as “WTSC.”

IT IS THE PURPOSE OF THIS AGREEMENT to provide funding to law enforcement agencies
who have certified Drug Recognition Experts (DRE) to conduct the following activities:
respond to radio calls when no other DRE is available on work duty,
e cover shift extension when completing a drug evaluation, and
testify in court as a result of performing drug evaluations due to call outs and shift
extensions,
e participate in DRE sponsored emphasis patrols and allied agency specific DRE-related
requests approved by the DRE Program Coordinator between July 1, 2009 through June

30, 2011.

IT IS, THEREFORE, MUTUALLY AGREED THAT:

1. Contractor will provide a certified DRE on an “overtime” basis (not to exceed 1.5 times
normal salary) to perform drug evaluation activities as specified. No other commissioned
personnel will be funded.

2. The period of activity will begin on July 1, 2009 and extend through June 30, 2011.

3. Drug evaluation performance standards for certified and funded DREs must meet the
standards of the International Association of Chiefs of Police.

4. Contractor must submit the billings and supporting documents to the Drug Evaluation
Classification Program (DECP) at 811 E. Roanoke St., Seattle WA 98102 below for approval
and reimbursement not more than 30 days after the last day of the month in which the
overtime is worked. Billings will include:

e Completed and signed invoice Voucher, A19-1A Form (attached). Please note that a
fax cannot be accepted. Your agency must be identified as the “Claimant,” and
Federal Tax ID # and an original signature of the agency head, command officer or
contracting officer must be provided on the A19-1A form.

e Payment document (overtime slips, payroll documents, etc.)

¢ DRE Request Form showing all pertinent information

5. Disputes arising under this agreement shall be resolved by a panel consisting of one
representative of the WTSC, one representative from your agency and one representative
from the DECP. The dispute panel shall thereafter decide the dispute with the majority
prevailing.

GRANT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
STATE OF WASHINGTON DEPARTMENT OF LICENSING
AND
THE CITY OF PULLMAN (WA)

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the Department of Licensing,
hereinafter referred to as “DOL", and of the City of Puliman, hereinafter referred to as the
“City”.

PURPOSE

It is the purpose of this Agreement to provide, in the form of a Grant, Washington state funds
which will enable the City to participate as a partner in DOL’s Master License Service (MLS)
Combined Licensing Program. The funds may be used to purchase goods and services
necessary to remove barriers to becoming a partner that have been identified by the City and
the DOL. This Agreement will support MLS City Partnership Agreement No. K974.

THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED THAT:

STATEMENT OF WORK

The City shall furnish the necessary personnel, equipment, material and/or services and
otherwise do all things necessary for or incidental to the performance of work set forth in the
Attachment “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein. MLS staff may work side-by-side with

city personnel in completing the grant project.

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE
Subject to its other provisions, the period of performance of this Agreement shall commence on

the date of final signature hereto and be completed one year thereafter, unless terminated or
extended sooner as provided herein.

FUNDING
Funding, in the form of Grant payments, for the work provided in accordance with this

agreement has been established under the terms of RCW 19.02.030. The parties have
estimated that the cost of accomplishing the work herein will not exceed two thousand three
hundred seventy five dollars ($2,375.00). Funding will be transferred to the City in
accordance with the Budget in Attachment “B” which is attached hereto and incorporated

herein.

BILLING PROCEDURES
Pursuant to the terms of this Grant, upon receipt of deliverables or required documentation as

Payment for approved and/or completed work will be made by warrant or
account transfer by DOL within 30 days of DOL acceptance of completed work.

RECORDS MAINTENANCE
The City shall maintain books, records, documents and other evidence, which sufficiently and

These records shall be subject to inspection, review, or audit by personnel of both parties,
other personnel duly authorized by either party, the Office of the State Auditor, and federal
officials so authorized by law. All books, records, documents, and other material relevant to
this Agreement will be retained for six years after expiration and the Office of the State Auditor,
federal auditors, and any persons duly authorized by the parties shall have full access to and
the right to examine any of these materials during this period.

The dispute board shall evaluate the facts, Grant terms and applicable statutes
and rules and make a determination of the dispute. The determination of the dispute board
shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. As an alternative to this process, either of the
parties may request intervention by the Governor, as provided by RCW 43.17.330, in which
event the Governor’s process will control.

GOVERNANCE

This agreement is entered into pursuant to and under the authority granted by the laws of the
state of Washington and any applicable federal laws.

Section 1: Grant Proposal

Background: The City Council passed an ordinance requiring all businesses in the City of Pullman to
register with the City for Public Safety purposes. In case of emergencies the City and or WHITCOM (the
regional emergency services dispatch center) are charged with contacting responsible business owners.
One major frustration is contacting Pullman business owners and managers. When there is a need to
locate a “responsible person” this task has been extremely difficult because the City did not have any
solid, consistent procedure in collecting business owner information. Contact information was
gathered on a voluntary basis. For example when the downtown area experienced flooding in the late
1990’s the police department was criticized for not contacting business owners in a timely manner to
notify them of the flooding situation. Some of those owners lived locally and others lived elsewhere.
The need to have a central collection of business names and business owners as well as two additional
contacts is apparent in order to help expedite the flow of communications when an emergency
happens. The City Council has delegated the Pullman Police Department the responsibility for

managing the registration and data.

Section 2: Pullman’s Project Management Plan

The first step is to identify and utilize resources, including Master Licensing Service, WHITCOM, the
Pullman Fire Department and other City departments to establish a “working master list”. A mass
mailing will be sent to identify businesses. A second mailing will be sent to those businesses who
didn’t respond to the first mailing. In addition other efforts will be made to ensure that
communications with local business is established. Information will be placed on the City of Pullman
web site. Information will be placed through other media resources specific to Pullman. The Chamber
of Commerce will be used as a major resource. Presentations will be made to local community
organizations such Kiwanis and Rotary Clubs to assure awareness of the requirement for business
registration and the purpose.

In converting MLS data to SPILLMAN the temporary employee will enter data on business contact
information and handle any follow up to collect missing information. The SPILLMAN records
management system has a licensing module and premise module that will be used to enter the names

of business data and information.
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Section 3: Project Management Experience

The project manager will be Support Services Manager Reavis. She has been employed with the
Pullman Police Department for almost 19 years. She was a front desk receptionist when hired then
moved into the records section as a records specialist. She is currently the Support Services Manager
and has held this position since May 1998. As the Support Services Manager she is responsible for
scheduling a 24/7 operation in including but not limited to reception, transcription, records data entry
and correction, records retention and records release procedures and public disclosure. She has
responsibility for weekly cash received deposits and ensuring bond money in relation to warrant
arrests are processed, documented and forwarded to the appropriate courts. She also manages all
property and evidence functions. She is the liaison for all building maintenance needs and provides
oversight for all facility related issues. She supervises the Department’s information systems specialist
and helps coordinate technology needs throughout the department. She has budget responsibilities
for the Support Services Section and for a variety of Department line items including office and
operating supplies, minor equipment, communications and repairs and maintenance.

During major events she is the ICS logistics chief. She has coordinated the implementation of
temporary communications, extra supplies of ammunition, and transportation such as a fleet of buses
to stand by for evacuations.

She has been responsible for oversight and development the Department’s Historical Events Project.
This project includes assuring photos are taken of all Department employees, and the design and
display of those photos. She is also responsible for the display of pictures of the only two Pullman
Police Officers who were killed in the line of duty (1931 and 1949) on a new “wall of honor”. To honor
deceased officers who have died while employed but not as a result of a duty related incident she
oversaw “In Memory of...” display on the wall of honor.

Section 4: Anticipated Benefits for Business

This grant the benefits business owners and managers in a variety of ways. Response time in
communicating problems is the most obvious benefit. Ability of emergency services to contact the
owner or other responsible party based on current data from the registration concept is a fundamental
safety and security enhancement. As an illustration of the scope of the issue, in 2007 Pullman police
officers responded to 21 unsecured premise calls and there were 212 alarms. From January to October
1%t 2008 there have been 13 unsecured premise calls and 203 alarms. These all require an attempt to
contact a responsible person and in most cases we are unable to do so. Normally members responding
to the calls are forced to secure the doors and leave a note stating, “We were here, please contact us
at this number.” In essence, appropriate representatives of businesses will be notified of emergency
issues in a timely manner.

Section 5: Anticipated Benefits for the Agency

The anticipated benefits to the City are very similar to those benefits to our business owners. Reliable
and consistent data allows the City to effectively communicate with business owners and also meet
legal notification requirements. Emergency services dispatchers can more quickly and efficiently
contact responsible.

o Total Mailing Cost $1875

e Miscellaneous including advertisement and other media costs to notify the public of the
registration requirement.
o Total Advertising and Media Costs $500

MLS approves the grant request total amount: $2,375.00
MLS has several comments:

1. The awarding of get on board grant money is contingent upon the availability of funds in the
state budget for that purpose. If there is no money available, then no funds will be delivered to
the city of Pullman.

2. The City of Pullman’s initial grant application included the hiring of a temporary city employee
to process the conversion letters from the two mailings processing at a cost $2,500. Aswe
mentioned at this morning’s meeting (04/06/09) the committee is simply taking that item out
of the grant and MLS will provide that work with its in house person.

3. A point of clarification: Research indicates that it has not been a practice for us to“loan”
computers as part of the get on board process, so that we will not be able to do that.

SECTOR Service Level Agreement
Between
Pullman Police Department
And
Washington State Patrol

1. Purpose. This Service Level Agreement (Agreement) is between the Washington State
Patrol (WSP) and the Pullman Police Department (Law Enforcement Agency or LEA). This
Agreement defines roles and expectations in regard to the Statewide Electronic Collision
and Ticket Online Records (SECTOR) processes including a method for resolving technical

issues.

2. Description of SECTOR. SECTOR has three primary parts:
e SECTOR Client is the application that operates on a vehicle computer or device, or a
collision reviewer’s workstation. SECTOR Client software will be used to create and
transmit electronic collision reports, notice of infractions (NOI), and notice of criminal

citations (NOCC).

e SECTOR BackOffice is the application and database at WSP that accepts collision
reports, NOIs and NOCCs. The SECTOR BackOffice application coordinates updates to
the SECTOR Client software

e The third part is all applications that receive and process collision, NOI and NOCC data
as collected either through SECTOR or on paper forms. These applications are under
the control of a governing organization with representatives from the Washington Traffic
Safety Commission (WTSC), WSP, the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC), the

Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT), and the Department of
Licensing (DOL). This group is known as the SECTOR Governance Committee.

3. LEA Responsibilities. The LEA certifies that it operates computers to create vehicle
collision reports, NOIs, and NOCCs pursuant to federal, state, and local requirements using
SECTOR Client. Under this Agreement the responsibilities of the LEA are:

a. The LEA shall designate a Local SECTOR Administrator as the primary contact for
SECTOR and who will receive SECTOR Administrator training. The Local SECTOR

administrator shall:
« Administer user accounts for LEA personnel,
o Accept modifications to the SECTOR Client;

« Document and submit recommendations for modification of SECTOR via the change
request process,

o Manage the connection(s) needed to move data between SECTOR Client to
SECTOR BackOffice applications;

e Provide support for LEA users and reviewers;
« Update required LEA processes with the parameters of SECTOR.
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. Contact WSP Information Technology Division Customer Services to initiate a work
order for problem resolution and tracking.

b. LEA support staff will install SECTOR Client software on LEA-owned equipment. The
LEA will not share the SECTOR Client with others.

c. The LEA acknowledges Appendix A, Statement on Collision Records Data. The LEA
certifies that it operates electronic equipment to create vehicle collision reports pursuant
to federal, state and local requirements; and that it will not disclose collision data except
in compliance with 23 U.S.C. §409, other federal law and state law.

d. The LEA will adhere to the SECTOR application standards for the computing
environment as published by WSP. The LEA will make its electronic collision, NOI and
NOCC reporting equipment and system secure and prevent unauthorized use. The LEA
will ensure LEA SECTOR equipment maintains current virus checking software. If the
LEA SECTOR equipment becomes infected, the LEA will take all necessary steps to
remove the virus and assure the virus is not transmitted to the SECTOR server located

at and maintained by WSP.

e. LEA users and reviewers will transfer collisions, NOls, and NOCCs regularly and
promptly. All LEA users and reviewers will adhere to training program detailed in
Appendix B, SECTOR Governance Committee Training Policies.

f. The LEA will be responsible for all required hardware and software purchases for the
LEA use of the SECTOR Client application and the transmittal of collision reports, NOls,
and NOCCs to WSP, including LEA personnel, operating, maintenance, and data
transmission costs. Any costs associated with the LEA interfacing with SECTOR
BackOffice will be the responsibility of the LEA.

4. WSP Responsibilities. WSP provides support for SECTOR Client and SECTOR
BackOffice computing environment. Under this Agreement the responsibilities of WSP are:

a. WSP will provide SECTOR Client software to the LEA at no charge. Maintenance of the
SECTOR Client application is provided by WSP, including maintaining compliance with
the business rules, data formats, and standardized collision report forms. WSP will
provide the Web uniform resource locator (URL) address for connection to the SECTOR
BackOffice application and security information to the Local SECTOR Administrator to
assure client connectivity. WSP will provide a secure environment for collision, NOI, and
NOCC data; and retain this data according to federal and state laws and regulations.
WSP will also provide to the LEA any evasive action required to protect the SECTOR
computing environment from significant risk.

b. WSP will create Local SECTOR Administrator Account; train the Local SECTOR
Administrator; and assist the Local SECTOR Administrator in administration of agency

accounts.

c. WSP will provide a change request/control process; coordinate change requests
describing issues or enhancements through the SECTOR Governance Committee;
provide notification of application modifications; transmit NOIs and NOCCs to AOC; and
transmit collision reports to DOT and DOL.

d. WSP reserves the right to review and approve LEA equipment security measures; and to
suspend or withhold service until such matters are corrected to the reasonable
satisfaction of WSP. This includes validation of current virus checking software

packages.

e. WSP will support SECTOR Governance Committee sanctioned training.

f.  WSP Information Technology Division Customer Services will provide first level
telephone support twenty-four (24) hours-a-day, seven (7) days-a-week to assist the
LEA in resolving problems with the SECTOR application. This support is limited to
resolutions for routine questions on the SECTOR Client application and processes,
including troubleshooting and password resets, and using pre-defined policies and
procedures. ltems not immediately resolved by WSP will be moved to a higher level of
support within WSP; this higher level of support is provided during regular business
hours, Monday through Friday.

Project Contacts. WSP and LEA points of contact for this Agreement are identified in
Appendix C, Project Contacts.

Changes and Modifications. Except for changes to the points of contact information
contained in Appendix C, changes in this Agreement are not in effect unless agreed upon by
both WSP and the LEA. However, the LEA agrees to comply with changes in data formats,
report forms and other business rules as required by WSP. The LEA will be notified when
any changes or updates to these requirements occur. The revising party shall notify the
other party of any changes to Appendix C within five (5) business days of the change taking

affect.

Compliance with Civil Rights Laws. During the period of performance for this Agreement,
both parties shall comply with all federal and state nondiscrimination laws.

WSP Staffing. WSP staff providing services under the terms of this Agreement shall be under
the direct command and control of the Chief of WSP or designee and shall perform the duties
required by this Agreement in a manner consistent with WSP policy and regulations, applicable
state and local laws, and the Constitutions of the State of Washington and the United States.
The assignment of personnel to accomplish the purpose of this Agreement shall be at the
discretion of the Chief of WSP or designee.

Hold Harmless. Each party shall defend, protect and hold harmless the other party from
and against all claims suits and/or actions arising from any negligent or international act or
omission of that party’s employees, agents, and/or authorized subcontractor(s) while
performing under this Agreement.

Period of Performance. This Agreement becomes effective on the date of the last V
signature and continues until June 30, 2014 or until termination as provided herein.

Termination. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, either party may terminate
this Agreement by giving ninety (90) calendar days written notification of termination to the
other party. If this Agreement is so terminated, the terminating party shall be liable only for
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performance in accordance with the terms of this Agreement for performance prior to the
effective date of termination.

12. Disputes. In the event that a dispute arises under this agreement, it shall be determined in
the following manner. The Chief of the WSP shall appoint one member to the Dispute
Board. The LEA shall appoint one member to the Dispute Board. The Chief of the WSP
and the LEA shall jointly appoint an additional member to the Dispute Board. The Dispute
Board shall evaluate the dispute and make a determination of the dispute. The
determination of the Dispute Board shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. As an
alternative to this process and if applicable, either of the parties may request intervention by
the Governor, as provided by RCW 43.17.330, in which event the Governor's process will
control.

13. Order of Precedence. In the event of any inconsistency in the terms of this. Agreement,
unless otherwise provided herein, the inconsistency shall be resolved by giving precedence
in the following order: applicable federal and state statutes and regulations; the terms and
conditions contained in this Agreement; any other provisions of the Agreement, whether
incorporated by reference or otherwise.

14. Complete Agreement. This Agreement contains all the terms and conditions agreed upon
by the parties. No other understandings, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject matter of
this Agreement shall be deemed to exist or bind any of the parties hereto.

The parties signing below warrant that they have read and understand this Agreement; and
have the authority to enter into this Agreement.

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APPENDIX A
Statement on Collision Records Data

In 1938 Washington State law (currently RCW 46.52.060) authorized the Washington State
Patrol (WSP) to file, tabulate and analyze collision reports; and to produce certain statistical
information about collisions. For the next thirty years WSP maintained a largely manual system
for filing collision reports generated over approximately five-year periods. WSP also produced
some limited statistical collision data, primarily fatality and accident rate summaries, using paper
punch card technology. Analysis of collision data for highway safety purposes was not possible
because Washington State did not have a uniform collision report; data on collision reports was
primitive and inconsistent; collision reports were not coded by precise roadway location; and no
computerized database system existed. -

In 1966 and 1973 the federal government enacted laws requiring states to create computerized
collision databases in order to analyze the need for highway safety improvements; and to
participate in federal programs to fund those improvements. These federal laws and their
associated funding provided for states to adopt uniform collision reports containing detailed
highway safety coding; and provided that information from these reports would be maintained in
a computerized collision database with precise location coding of all collisions. These laws
were implemented jointly by WSP and the Washington State Department of Transportation
(WSDQT). Beginning in approximately 1970 WSP collected collision reports and entered the
raw data into a computer. The data was then transferred to WSDOT for the creation of the
collision database required under federal law. WSP maintained copies of individual collision
records as well as its database, while WSDOT maintained their own collision database.

The WSP and WSDOT systems for filing individual collision reports, the entry of raw data into a
computer, and the creation of the collision database remained unchanged until 1996. By this
time the original WSP computer system used for data entry and storage and retrieval of collision
records had become obsolete. An attempt to convert to an optical character recognition system
was not successful. After an extensive discussion between WSP, WSDOT and the Washington
State Office of Financial Management, the agencies concluded that functions related to the
maintenance of copies of collision reports and computer input of raw collision report data could
be most efficiently performed by WSDOT in conjunction with its already existing collision
database function. Beginning in 2002, WSDOT not only created the collision database required
by federal law but also, pursuant to an interagency agreement with WSP, began entering all raw
collision data into WSDOT’s computer. Pursuant to this interagency agreement, WSDOT also
began work to develop an electronic imaging system to store and retrieve copies of individual
collision reports. This imaging system was implemented in May 2003.

The current system for filing paper collision reports and creating the collision database will
remain in effect until WSP, WSDOT and separate law enforcement agencies enter into a
SECTOR Service Level Agreement to allow LEAs to file collision reports and transmit collision
report data electronically to WSDOT. The Statewide Electronic Collision and Ticket Online
Records (SECTOR) application was developed through a collaborative partnership that includes
WSP, WSDOT, the Administrative Office of the Courts, the Department of Licensing, and local
law enforcement agencies. SECTOR enables law enforcement officers to create electronic
collision reports and other forms in the field, pursuant to federal, state and local requirements.
This data is then transferred to a central database where it is available for review, analysis and

reporting by law enforcement agencies.
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The Department of Licensing is an agency of the State of Washington authorized by law (RCW
46.52.030) to receive full access to collision reports for purposes of maintaining case records
under RCW 46.52.120; for supplying abstracts of driving records under RCW 46.52.130; and to
administer financial responsibility requirements when drivers are involved in traffic collisions
under chapter 46.29 RCW. To perform these functions, they must review collision reports that
are filed by law enforcement agencies and citizens.

23 U.S.C. §409 prohibits data compiled or collected for purposes of complying with federal
highway safety laws from being used in any action for damages arising from any occurrence at
a location mentioned in the data (Pierce County v. Guillen, 537 U.S. 129 [2003]). Accordingly,
collision data may not be disclosed unless a requestor acknowledges that the data will not be
used in any action for damages arising from any occurrence at a location mentioned in the
report.
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APPENDIX B

SECTOR Governance Committee Training Policies

Training Requirements

1.

Every LEA that elects to use SECTOR must designate one person (up to three) to attend a
Governance Team sponsored SECTOR Training Course. This ensures that each LEA using
SECTOR will have at least one individual who has received training through the Governance
Team sponsored SECTOR Training Course. An LEA may send more than three
officers/deputies to Governance Team sponsored SECTOR Training Course when
additional seats are available.

Individuals who have attended the Governance Team sponsored SECTOR Training Course
should assume responsibility for training other users within their LEA.

Training courses conducted within an LEA must be coordinated with the SECTOR Training
Coordinator.

Training Recommendations

1.

Individuals conducting training within their LEA should be proficient with the SECTOR
application prior to training additional users by using SECTOR for at least 90 days prior to
conducting training. LEAs can request assistance from WSP or other agencies for training.

LEAs must designate a SECTOR point-of-contact through whom all SECTOR support
questions will come to the WSP help desk. This point-of-contact will most often be the
LEA’s designated Local SECTOR Administrator. For urgent SECTOR issues or questions
during non-standard work hours SECTOR users may contact the WSP Information
Technology Division Customer Services.

Each LEA SECTOR User should receive training with the current version of the course
materials and according to established course standards. These include:

a. Course manuals & exercises

b. Training materials

c. Suggested course duration (2 days)

d. SECTOR Training evaluation form (optional)

Individuals who have attended a Governance Team sponsored SECTOR Training Course
and are experienced in the use of SECTOR are encouraged to serve as trainers in future
Governance Team sponsored SECTOR Training Courses or with other agencies.

Recommendations for improvements to SECTOR should be directed to the LEA's Local
SECTOR Administrator. The Local SECTOR Administrator sends recommendations/
feedback to WSP.

BACKGROUND:

The scope of contract 09-09, Johnson Avenue Waterline, provided for the construction of approximately 1055 feet of 12-
inch waterline from near the KACI office and Gormsen Plumbing to Old Moscow Road. This project provided a section
of waterline that is being extended by the Whitman County Humane Society to the Animal Haven project and that will
eventually connect a loop system to the waterline that now serves the Bellevue Apartments complex. The contractor for
this project was Motley-Motley, Inc. and all work has now been completed in substantial conformance with the contract
documents. The final contract amount was $121,819.61 compared to the bid amount of $145,628.10. A copy of the Final
Estimate of Work Completed is attached for reference. Funding for this project was from the Water Budget of the Utility
Fund as a Miscellaneous Waterline project. This project was constructed in partnership with the Whitman County
Humane Society which agreed to financially contribute to the project.
